CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN '
THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES AND THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES
CONCERNING
“THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES FIRST RESPONDER TRAINING PROGRAM”

This Contractual Agreement is made by and between the COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, a
-political subdivision of the State of California (County), and the CITY OF LOS ANGELES, a
chartered municipality organized under the laws of the State of California (City), (collectively,
“the Parties™), and shall be entered into on the date as prescribed in Section 2.0, below.

WHEREAS, the Parties, and the LOS ANGELES COUNTY OPERATIONAL AREA
TERRORISM WORKING GRCUP (TWG) recognize the urgent need for a coordinated
multi-agency approach to address terrorism, either threatened or inflicted, and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff of Los Angeles County, as Director of Emergency Services, on behalf of
the TWG, and consistent with the County Board of Supervisors’ action of August 12, 1997, and
with the cooperation of the Office of Emergency Management, County Administrative Office
{OEM); the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department (LASD); the Los Angeles County

Fire Department (LACOFD), and the Los Angeles County Department of Health Services (DHS)
(collectively, “County Agencies™); the Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) and the

Los Angeles City Fire Department (LAFD), (Collectively, “City Agencies”) [County Agencies
and City Agencies collectively, “the Agencies”], submitted on August 20, 1997, an application to
the Bureau of Justice Assistance, United States Department of Justice (BJA), for the purpose of
funding a replicable development model for a First Responder Training Program to be developed
and implemented by the Agencies’ personnel and intended for the COUNTY OPERATIONAL
AREA’S 49,000 essential first responder personnel, and

WHEREAS, the BJA, on November 12, 1997, awarded the County for said purpose a

“Fiscal Year 1997 Metropolitan Firefighters and Emergency Services National Traming Program:
First-Responders to Incidents of Terrorism Demonstration Grant,” contractual Federal Grant
Award Number 98-LF-CX-0005 ( Federal grant”), as authorized by the Anti-Terrorism and
Effective Death Penalty Act of 1996, in the amount of $250,000 for an extendable 13-month
grant term commencing October 1, 1997, to fund a project entitled “County of Los Angeles

First Responder Training Program” (“the Project”),

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration for the mutual covenants herein set forth and the mmtual
benefits to be derived therefrom, the Parties agree as follows:

1.0 Purpose

The purpose of this Contractual Agreement is that the Parties’ respective Agencies shall
implement the Project, pursuant to the attached Exhibit, which consists of Attachment A,
Statement of Work; Attachment A-1, Budget Sheet; Grant Adjustment Notice, Grant Application,
and Grant Award Document, (“the Exhibit,”or “Exhibit, inclusive™), integral to this Contractual
Agreement, in conformance with the funding, grant terms and conditions of the Federal grant.




2.0 Term

The term of this Contractual Agreement shall commence on the date that the Sheriff of
Los Angeles County, as Director of Emergency Services, duly executes the Federal grant award
document, as authorized by the County Board of Supervisors, following its approval and action
during a regular meeting, to permit the County’s official entry into the Federal grant with the
Federal Government, and shall expire on March 31, 1999, unless extended, in whole or in part, as
herein provided under Section 7.0, and Section 14.0, below.

3.0 County and City Obligations

3.1.  The Agencies shall participate in the development and implementation of the Project set
forth in the Exhibit.

3.2  The Agencies shall fully complete and timely deliver, pursuant to standards, requirements,
and schedules either presently incorporated in or to be developed hereunder, all deliverable
services, and other works as required pursuant to the Exhibit, inclusive,

3.3  The County shall provide the program management, the admimnistration and supervision of
County funds, reimbursable through the Federal grant, in a manner consistent with the terms of -
this Contractual Agreement, and as further specified in Section 4, below.

3.4  The City shall use County funds received pursuant to this Contractual Agreement for no
purpose other than that set forth herein.

3.5 By the tenth day of the month following the termination of each calender quarter, the
Agencies each shall submit a quarterly project report to the OEM, with at minimum the following
information and any additional information required by the BJA:

a A summary of the project’s status, acéomplishments and tasks/deliverables
completed during the reporting period;

L A description of outstandmg issues, how they are being addressed, and expected
date of resolution;

B Planned work for the next reporting period.

3.6 The OEM shall consolidate the progress reports recetved as specified under Section 3.5
above into single progress reports and submit them by the thirtieth day following the termination
of each calendar quarter to the BJA, and shall disseminate copies thereof to the Agencies and the
Los Angeles City Mayor’s Office of Criminal Justice Planning.



4.0 Pavment Terms

4.1 The Board of Supervisors of the County of Los Angeles. following the action described
under Section 2.0, above, will be presented with a Request for Appropriations Adjustment

not to exceed $250,000 from the County General Fund, offset by the Federal grant, with the
recommendation that the County Auditor-Controller adjust the County Agencies’

Fiscal Year 1997-98 budgets by amounts equal to their respective allocated share of said
Federal grant, totaling $153,571, specified in the Exhibit, (specifically Attachment A, and A-1):
and furthermore, adjust the LASD’s Fiscal Year 1997-98 budget with the amount equal to the
City Agencies’ allocated shares of said Federal grant, totaling $96,429, or $36,902 and $59,527
respectively for the LAPD and LAFD, specified in the Exhibit, (specifically Attachment A, A-1).

4.1  The County Agencies shall submit quarterly fiscal statements within 10 days after the
calendar quarter detailing the expended costs for services and other requirements for the
development and implementation of the Project, as specified in the Exhibit, and subject to audit
requirements by the County Auditor-Controller, to the LASD as specified in Section 5.2 below.

STATEMENT OF WORK
“County of Los Angeles First Responder Training Program”

This Statement of Work, integral to the foregoing Contractual Agreement between the
County of Los Angeles (the County) and the City of Los Angeles (the City) concerning
the joint implementation of a demonstration model entitted “County of Los Angeles First
Responder Training Program” (the Project) funded by Federal Grant Number
98-1.X-CX-0005 in the amount of $250,000, defines the services that the County Office
of Emergency Management (OEM), County chief Administrative Office (CAQ); the Los
Angeles County Sheriff s Department (LASD); the Los Angeles County Department of
Health Services (DHS); the Los Angeles County Fire Department (LACOFD); the Los
Angeles Police Department (LAPD), and the Los Angeles City Fire Department (LAFD)
{collectively, *participating agencies”), shall perform to complete the Project, and,
furthermore, stipulates, with further detail by way of Attachment A-1, budget Sheset,
attached hereto, the share of the funding that the participating agencies shall receive in
exchange for those services.

Project Synopsis

The Project entails development of a model nuciear, biological or chemical (NBC)
Terrorism Response Preparedness Training Curricula, by a ten-member curricuia
development team staffed by two (2) representatives each from the LASD, the LAPD,
the DHS, the LAFD and the LACOFD. The curricula consists of a two (2) hour NBC
Awareness Video Suite, pilot NBC courses consisting of six (6) NBC Responder
classes, four (4) NBC Operations Classes, and two (2) NBC Operations-Medical
Classes; and three (3) focus sessions for responders from law enforcement, fire and
health disciplines. In support of curricula development, one (1) member each from the
LASD, DHS, LAFD, and LACOFD wili attend the Casuality Care Course and
Radiological Emergencies (REACT/S) course.

The Project will be under the auspices of the Los Angeles County Operational Area
Terrorism Warking Group (TWG) which is chaired by the Manager of the County Office
of Emergency Management (OEM), County Chief Administrative Office (CAQ), who will
serve as Project Director. The Project will proceed under the coordination of the TWG
Training Subcommittee with the guidance of a Project Steering Committee, the latter
comprised of one (1) representative from each of the participating agencies. The LASD
is the development coordinator on behalf of the L.os Angeles County Operational Area
TWG, and the Sheriff of Los Angeles County, as Director of Emergency Services, will
serve as Executive Director.

PROJECT NARRATIVE

Introductory Statement

This proposal provides the framework for developing a model training program for improving
preparedness to nuclear, biological or chemical (NBC) terrorist incidents within the Los Angeles
County Operational Area. Additional training is needed to ensure the safety of law enforcement, fire
service, emergency medical service and hospital personnel from the unique hazards posed by
potential terronist incidents involving weapons of mass destruction.

The framework described here envisions the development of a comprehensive and specialized NBC
training program to provide these vital public safety personnel with essential knowledge and skills.
This proposal would augment efforts toward the continued development of NBC training programs
for over 49,000 first responders in the Los Angeles County Operational Area. After this training is
developed and pilot courses are provided, we will endeavor to provide these courses to all necessary
public safety personnel in the Operational Area. Once this initial training raises the baseline
experience level, appropriate portions of the NBC training curricula will be incorporated into
hazardous materials (hazmat) and emergency operations courses regularly provided to all public
safety personnel.

The requested funds will help supplement the overall costs of providing training designed to ensure
effective NBC response capability to all NBC terrorism responders in the Los Angeles County
Operational Area. Additional funding will be sought from local, State, Federal, and private sources
to complement the efforts described in this proposal.

Problem Statement

The Need for Training Development and Preparation for Terrorist Incidents Involving
Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) in Los Angeles County

Los Angeles County is a diverse and complex metropolitan area containing 88 cities and a
large unincorporated area within its 4,869 square muiles. Its current population of 9.2 mitlion
makes it the most populous county in the nation. The county’s largest city, the City of Los
Angeles, is home to over 4 million people. The Los Angeles County Operational Area is the
emergency management umbrella for the county comprised of 88 constituent cities, numerous
special districts, and 136 unincorporated communities.

NBC emergencies are a set of conditions in which nuclear (radiological) agents, biological
agents, or chemical agents are actually intentionally introduced or threatened to be introduced
within the Los Angeles County Operational Area. These incidents are essentially deliberate
hazmat incidents and constitute a complex emergency. Specialized response and management
capabilities are required to effectively mitigate their impact. NBC incidents can involve the
release of warfare agents [known as "weapons of mass destruction” (WMD)] or the intentional
release of industrial agents.

Situation and Threat Background

Recent events make NBC emergencies a plausible scenario necessitating detailed contingency
planning and preparation of emergency responders in order to protect the civilian populace in
major urban centers such as Los Angeles County. Among the events heightening the threat
level are the March 20, 1995, Sarin attack on the Tokyo subway, followed on May 5, 1997, by
the attempted hydrogen-cyamde assault on the Tokyo subway. The presence of sodium
cyanide residue in the debris of the World Trade Center bombing in New York City heightens
domestic concern. In the biological arena, incidents of note include the synthesis of ricin by
anumber of groups and individuals across the nation, including a Minnesota anti-government,
tax protest group whose members were convicted in 1996 for violating the Biological Weapons
Anti-terrorism Act. Nuclear terrorism concerns surfaced in Russia when Chechen insurgents
placed radiological waste in Moscow parks to farther their cause.




Both chemical and biological agents can be delivered by a variety of means including dispersal
via explosive devices (chemical or bio-bombs), mechanical devices such as crop dusting
aircraft, mosquito control trucks, or garden spray devices, or dispersal through a building's .
water or ventilation system. Additionally, conventional stand-off attack on chemical plants,
bio-engineering facilities, or goods in transit (i.e., an intentional hazmat incident) must be
considered. Such routine shipments offer a prime target, either for hijacking in order to
appropriate the materials or a more conventional attack aimed at extortion or the release of the
agents.

Bio-attack would most likely involve aerosol dispersal and would afford no easily discernible
signature (7.e., the on-set of symptoms will typically occur within days to weeks after the
mitial exposure, making detection difficult). The medical and emergency management
concemns are complex, since little experience exists in coping with the impact of bio-attack on
a large scale.

Sports arenas, concert halls, department stores and malls, transportation terminals, office
buildings and subways--in short, any location capable of housing a large number of people in
an enclosed or nearly enclosed space--are amenable to aerosol dispersal and therefore at
greatest risk in a chemical/biological (CB) terrorism incident. The Los Angeles County
Operational Area has numerous facilities of these types.

Emergency services first responders within the county include firefighters, police officers and
deputy sheriffs, coroners personnel, emergency medical technicians, hospital emergency
department personnel, lifeguards, and hazardous materials techmicians. All ofthese emergency
services personnel are potential first responders to terrorist incidents involving weapons of
mass destruction (WMD) including NBC agents.

Approximately 49,000 public safety personnel, consisting of 10,832 fire service personnel,
16,124 law enforcement (coroners included) personnel, 2,020 hospital personnel and about
20,000 emergency medical services (EMS) personnel require immediate training to augment
existing capabilities to respond to and mitigate the impact of a terrorist event involving WMD
agents.




Emergency Response Overview

There are 33 public fire departments within the Los Angeles County Operational Area. The
Los Angeles City and County Fire Departments are the largest. Hazardous materials response
in the county is provided by the fire service with hazmat units attached to the Los Angeles City
and County Fire Departments, and the Torrance, Santa Monica, Santa Fe Springs, Burbank,
Glendale, and Vernon Fire Departments. Total hazmat response capacity includes 12 hazmat
units with 475 level A trained personnel, 122 level A suits, and 122 level B suits. The largest
law enforcement agencies are the Los Angeles Police Department (7,993 officers), and the Los
Angeles Sheriff's Department (7,893 officers) which provides law enforcement services to the
county unincorporated area and 39 municipalities; the county's remaining 48 municipal police
agencies have 4,664 officers combined.

The Los Angeles County EMS system includes 25 base hospitals; 13 trauma centers, 9
pediatric critical care centers, 85 receiving hospitals and 3 burn centers. An estimated 20,000
emergency medical technicians (EMT-I) provide basic life support services and an additional
2,400 paramedics provide field-level advanced life support services through 39 separate EMS
provider agencies. '

Terrorism Response Framework

All emergency response agencies in Los Angeles County utilize the Standardized
Emergency Management System (SEMS) as their management structure, including
the Incident Command System (ICS) at the field level. Within the Operational Area,
the Sheriff acts as Director of Emergency Operations during the Response Phase of
a disaster. The Chief Administrative Officer assumes the lead role during the
Recovery Phase. '

To achieve optimal effectiveness, all emergency response elements within the Los
Angeles County Operational Area are integrated into a comprehensive terrorism
response and management structure. Key elements include the County Emergency
Operations Center (CEOC), an interagency Operational Area Terrorism Working
Group (TWGQG) and a Terrorism Early Waming group (TEW) coordinated by the
Sheriff's Emergency Operations Bureau.



Additional elements include a proposed Me&opblitan Medical Task Force (MMTF)~

within the United States Public Health Services Metropelitan Medical Strike Team
System model, law enforcement and fire Area Command or Incident Management
Teams. Crminal mtelligence units such as the Sheriff's Special Investigations
Bureau (SIB), the Los Angeles Police Department Anti-Terrorist division (ATD), and
the Los Angeles Task Force on Terrorism (LATFOT) which are essential elements
in crisis management efforts.

County Emergency Operations Center (CEOC)

The County Emergency Operations Center (CEOC) is a crucial component of the
county's emergency management structure. Itis the centerpiece in managing terrorist
attacks. Terrorist incident management involves multi agency and multi-disciplinary
efforts, and effective management of mutual aid resources is essential. The CEQC
acts as a focal point for coordinating strategic issues and resource allocation.

Policy Guidance and Expertise

The Los Angeles County Terrorism Werking Group (TWG) acts as the catalyst
for developing a coordinated and comprehensive response capability to terrorism
(both conventional and NBC). The TWG will serve as the coordinator for
implementing the proposed NBC Terrorism Response Preparedness Training
Program.

Intelligence for Consequence Management

The specialized Terrorism Early Warmning Group (TEW) network identifies and
analyzes current and potential future threats within the Los Angeles County
Operational Area. The TEW ensures continuous indications and warning (I&W)
capability in the Los Angeles County Operational Area. It provides incident
management personnel with net assessments of event-related threat information to
aid crisis decision-making.




NBC Response

Overall responsibility for responding to and managing a terrorist incident is the responsibility
of the local jurisdiction. Command respensibility for incident response falls with the
designated Incident Commander or "Unified Command" structure. Due to the complex multi-
disciphinary and multi-jurisdictional issues involved in managing a significant terrorist event,
the formation of a Unified Command among responding agencies is the preferred managerment
structure. The Unified Command begins at the field level and is concerned with all aspects
contributing to resolution of the incident in the field.

In addition to the typical response assets available to an Incident Commander, the following
specialized resources are available to the Unified Command to support field response efforts.
These resources will perform mission-specific tasks as assigned by the Unified Command.
They will operate within the incident's Operations Section.

A proposed Metropolitan Medical Task Force (MMTF) is expected to directly perform field
level response efforts for the consequences of the terrorist use of weapons of mass destruction
(WMD). Once developed, this group will form the technical nucleus of a comprehensive
response capability to NBC terrorism. It includes specialized personnel to support the Incident
Commander and Unified Command directly and to coordinate immediate response, mitigation,
and recovery operations at the incident scene. (The Los Angeles County Department of Health
Services is cumrently pursuing development of this element through a separate grant
administered by the Department of Health and Human Services/United States Public Health
Service.)

Law enforcement and fire service Area Command Teams (ACT) may also be activated to
support the management of law enforcement and fire service activities at terrorist incidents.
Typical duties for these teams would include support to law enforcement or fire service
activities outside of the directly impacted hot/warm zone of NBC incidents. These teams
could contribute to effective overall incident operations by providing a skilled staff to support
the command and control activities of law enforcement operations (including security, traffic
contro! and evacuations) and fire/rescue operations at a terrorist incident scene. Each ACT has
self-contained intelligence, operations and logistics specialists to support complex law
enforcement and fire service operations. The individual ACT Commanders can also provide
the staff support for the "unified command" among law enforcement, the fire service, and
other responding entities.




The National Medical Response Team for Weapens of Mass Destruction (NMRT--WMD)
is a specially trained medical response team for NBC terrorism. The NMRT--WMD is
sponsored by the County of Los Angeles and is staffed by volunteer health and medical
practitioners. The Los Angeies NMRT--WMD is the combined NBC capable element of the
Los Angeles (CA-9) and San Bernardino (CA-2) Disaster Medical Assistance Teams. These
teams are integral elements of the National Disaster Medical System (NDMS). The NDMS
is a joint United States Public Health Service, Department of Defense, Department of Veterans
Affairs and Federal Emergency Management Agency disaster medical response network. The
Los Angeles NMRT—WMD is one of three National Medical Response Teams designed to
cope with the medical and public health consequences of terrorism. The other two teams are
based in Denver, Colorado, and Winston-Salem, North Carolina. When activated, the National
Medical Response Teams are a federal asset. The Los Angeles NMRT--WMD can be
deployed as a local asset to augment the Metropolitan Medical Task Force or as a national
asset for deployment by the NDMS.

Command and Control

Overall management of all actual or threatened terronst incidents is the responsibility of the
affected local jurisdiction. At the Federal level the Federal Bureau of Investigation is the lead
agency. Command and control of all incident activities remains with the jurisdictional Incident
Commander (or Unified Command). Strategic resource coordination and the acquisition and
deployment of all Operational Area or mutual aid resources will be coordinated by the CEOC.
Field elements will be under the command of a "Unified Incident Command" activated in
accordance with the ICS principles contatned within the California Standardized Emergency
Management System {(SEMS).




Goals And Objectives

Development of a Model First Responder Training Program for Terrorist Incidents
Involving Weapons of Mass Destruction and Provision of Pilot Courses for Responders

The goal is achieving a terrorism preparation training program model intended for over 49,000
essential public safety personnel with first responder roles in the Los Angeles County
Operational Region to respond effectively to NBC terrorism--inflicted or threatened, and that
can be replicated in other urban jurisdictions. After the first responder personnel, comprised
of fire, EMS, law enforcement and hospital staff, have undergone the training, the package
will be made available for training to key municipal and county personnel whose
responsibilities include management of the consequences of terrorist attacks against critical
infrastructure. The requested funding will be expended solely on the costs in developing and
testing the model training package, entitled, "NBC Terrorism Response Preparedness
Training."

The objective is the development of a curricula, video suite, and pilot courses. Training is the
comerstone to managing complex emergencies effectively. This is especially true in NBC
incidents. Awareness of NBC threats is also vital. All public safety personnel who may be
placed in a first responder role must be aware of the risks inherent in coping with a NBC
emergency. A key element of this awareness is the recognition of the importance of
decontamination (decon) as a first aid measure. Decon is essential in avoiding secondary
contamination that places responders at risk and renders key medical facilities inoperable. The
NBC Terrorism Response Preparedness Training curricula will comprise four pilot courses
listed below which address these matters and others:

» » NBC Awareness
» » NBC Responder
» > NBC Operations
> » NBC Operations-Medical

These courses will provide increasingly acute awareness of issues related to: 1) personnel
protective equipment, 2) decon protocols, 3) treatment protocols, 4) pharmacology, and 5)
specialized Hazmat and NBC issues. They will be presented commensurate with three NBC
terrorism management phases. The courses are additive, with each preceding phase forming
the prerequisite for the next.




The management phases are: 1) Preparatory, 2) Crisis, and 3) Consequence.
Iritial traintng and indoctrination wiil occur in the Preparatory Phase and will consist of:

- Terrorist Trends and Potentials
-~ . NBC Awareness, Responder, Operations, and Operations-Medical courses
-- Specialized Hazmat and NBC training.

Agent-specific training will be provided during the Crisis Phase. This will consist of:

- Awareness of Response Resources

-- Threat Specific Briefings

-- Response Rehearsal

- Familiarization with Monito'ring Equipment and Antidotes.

Incident Safety Briefings will be provided during the Consequence Management Phase. These
will consist of:

-- Threat Specific Briefings

-- Awareness of Command Relationships

-- Famtliarization with Logistical Availability
-- Definition of Measures of Effectiveness.

Special emphasis will be placed on initial training and indoctrination, as well as ongoing
sustainment of a high degree of readiness through continual refresher training. The following

table describes the minimum hours devoted to each level of training by discipline.

C. Project Strategy and Design

Developing The Los Angeles County Operational 4rea NBC Response Preparedness
Training Program

This section outlines the needs for developing amodel NBC Terrorism Response Curricula and
providing pilot courses to key personnel toward the ultimate sustainment of a comprehensive

NBC Terrorism Response Training Program for Los Angeles County.

Development activities requested in this proposal cost $250,000. Elements included in this
proposal (in order of project activity) are:

1) Staff Development toward completion of the NBC Training Curricula.
2) Development of an NBC Awareness Video Suite for awareness training.

3) Procurement of Audio-Visual equipment and instructional supplies for the
provision of pilot NBC training courses.

4) Proviston of pilot NBC Responder, NBC Operations and NBC Operations-
Medical courses.

The first step necessary toward fully developing our model training program is the
development of a comprehensive NBC training curricula for use in a civil environment.

Training Overview: NBC Awareness, Responder and Operational Training

The following NBC Preparedness courses will be designed for public safety and medical
personnel. These courses are intended to supplement existing hazardous materials courses.
The course hours designated are the recommended guidelines for first time attendees.
Refresher courses are recommended but not required. The course objectives are described
below.
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1) NBC Awareness Video Course (2 hrs.}

This block of training will consist of a video swite (of 15-20 minute videos)
accompanied by a student workbook. The NBC Awareness level is designed for all
public safety and medical personnel who may encounter NBC emergencies in the
field ot hospital emergency department (ED) setting. Recognition of NBC hazards
and the need for specially trained and equipped responders will be addressed.
Emphasis will be placed on awareness of unique hazards encountered in an NBC
environment and current trends and potentials, with personnel safety a major focal
point. This video suite is a prerequisite for the NBC Responder and NBC Operations
levels of training.

Approximately 49,000 first responders in the Los Angeles County Operational Area
will benefit from production of this video suite.

2) NBC Responder Course (4 hrs.)

This block of training will be designed for staff of law enforcement, fire service and
hospital EDs equipped for NBC casualties that provide direct support to the
management of NBC emergencies. Additional information on agent characteristics
and protective measures is included. This block is a prerequisite for the NBC
Operations level of training.

Development of this curricula will benefit approximately 12,000 responders from the
fire service, law enforcement agencies, EMS providers and hospitals throughout the
county.

3) NBC Operations Courses (8 hrs. basic/16 hrs. medical)

These blocks of training are designed primarily for members of the Metropolitan
Medical Task Force (MMTF) and key response personnel who will directly assist in
consequence management of an NBC emergency. This block will provide enhanced
knowledge of NBC hazards, agent characteristics, personnel protective actions,
antidote pharmacology, decontamination, and management of NBC casualties.

"



The 8-hour portion of the course is intended for approximately 1,000 persons in Los
Angeles County. The 16-hour medical section is intended for an additional 664
persons.

Implementation Plan

The projected length of this pilot NBC training development project is 12 months, October 1,
1997, through September 30, 1998. The project will be administered by the Operational Area
Terrorism Working Group (TWG) and coordinated through the TWG Training Subcommittee.

At the start of the grant term, the TWG will establish a project steering committee with
representation from the County Office of Emergency Management, The Los Angeles County
Sheriff's Department, the Los Angeles City Police Department, the Los Angeles County
Department of Health Services and the Los Angeles City and County Fire Departments. The
project steering committee will be established by the end of Month 1.

Curricula development will proceed as follows: conduct a series of three focus group meetings
with Operational Area law enforcement and fire/EMS agencies in Month 2; work on curricula
development from Months 1-6, with curricula completion in Month 6.

Video suite development for NBC Awareness will proceed as follows: script completion in
Month 4, filming and production from Month 6-9; and suite completion in Month 9.

Pilot courses will be conducted in Months 9-12. Pilot courses will include 6 NBC Responder
classes, 4 NBC Operations classes, and 2 NBC Operations-Medical classes containing 50
students each. A minimum of two instructors per class will be assigned. Instructors will be
allocated from the curricula development team.

An initial progress reports will be provided in Month 4; two semi-annual reports in Month 7,
and Month 13 (i.e. by the end October, 1998, following the anticipated [2-month grant term
ending date of September, 1998). The final report will follow in December, 1998, within 3
months after the end of the grant. Funding dedicated to continue providing these NBC courses
to all emergency responders in the Operational Area will be sought from local, State, Federal,
and private sector sources.
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E. Assistance Required

Support Required Through This Grant Toward Project Completion

1) $110,832 Staff Development toward completion of the NBC Training Curricula

An interagency team of 10 persons will develop the training curricula. (2
persons each from the Los Angeles City Police Department (LAPDY); the Los
Angeles County Shenff's Department (LASD), the Los Angeles County
Department of Health Services (DHS), and the Los Angeles City and the Los
Angeles County Fire Departments.

Eighty (80) hours of staff time is needed to complete the task. Also, 4
members of the interagency team {1 LAPD, 1 LASD, 1 LA City Fire,and 1 LA
County Fire) will attend the NBC school (a one-day NBC Training Course and
a four-day Chemical and Biological Terrorism training session) at Ft.
McClellan, Alabama. At least 4 members of the interagency team will attend
a minimum of 3 weeks traimng in managing NBC casualties and a minimum
of 1 week training in radiological casualty management (e.g., REAC/TS
training). -

Personnel costs for curricula development: $61,335; associated fringe benefits:
$20,822. Travel and training costs: 3$28,675. Subtotal: $110,832.

2) 3100,000 Development of an NBC Awareness Video Suite for awareness training.

A two-hour NBC awareness training video package will be produced to extend
NBC awareness training. The estimated video costs include script
development, location shooting, editing, captioning, animation, duplication and
distribution.

Funds for this portion will be allocated in equal shares to the LAPD, LASD,

L.A. City and L.A. County Fire Departments to subsidize their in-kind and staff
contributions toward video development and completion. Subtotal: $100,000.
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3) 526,468 Equipment and Supply Needs for Providing Pilot Training Courses

Equipment needs include audiovisual equipment (LCD projectors, overhead
projectors, PCs to run computerized presentations, screens, and VCR/Video
monitors to provide the NBC training courses.

Funds for this portion of the project will be allocated to the LASD Emergency
Operations Bureau which will procure the equipment to be utilized in the
provision of the pilot courses. Subtotal: $26,468.

4) $24,335 Provision of pilot NBC Awareness, NBC Operations, and NBC Operations-
Medical courses to emergency responders in Los Angeles County.

A series of pilot NBC training courses as the end result of this project: six (6)
NBC Responder (4 hours) classes, four (4) NBC Operations classes (8 hour)
and two (2) NBC Operations-Medical classes (16-hour). A minimum of two
instructors will provide each class. Class size is projected at 50 emergency
responders per class. Students will be from the fire service, law enforcement,
pre-hospital emergency medical services, as well as hospital emergency
department staff.

Personnel costs are $9,191; associated fringe benefits are $3,144 totaling
$12,335. Instructional materials (including booklets and handouts) cost
$12,000 ($11,635 of this instructional materials cost reflects in-kind/indirect
costs). Subtotal $24,335. '

G. Project Management Structure

The project will be under the overall direction of the Operational Area Terrorism Working
Group (TWGQG) chaired by Constance Perett, Manager, Los Angeles County Office of
Emergency Management. The TWG Training Subcommittee will coordinate actual project
activities under the direction of a Project Steering Commiittee.
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TWG and TWG Training Subcommittee members include representatives of the Los Angeles
Sheriff's Department, the Los Angeles Police Department, the Los Angeles City Emergency
Preparedness Division, the Los Angeles City Fire Department, the Los Angeles County Fire
Department, the Los Angeles Area Fire Chiefs’ Association, the Los Angeles County
Department of Health Services, the California Governor's Office of Emergency Services, and
the Los Angeles Field Office of the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

The Los Angeles Police and Sheriff's
Departments are each world leaders in the development and provision of law enforcement
training. Both agencies maintain their own training academies which provide training certified
by the California Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST). The Los
Angeles City and County Fire Departments are also innovators and leaders in fire service and
EMS training. Both agencies were involved in the development of the Incident Command
System (ICS) and also maintain their own training academies. The Los Angeles County
Department of Health Services (DHS) is one of the largest health agencies in the nation. DHS
operates several large public hospitals, oversees the County's Emergency Medical Services and
trauma center programs, performs public health and epidemiological services and provides
paramedic training through its Paramedic Training Institute.
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Program Evaluation

The NBC training cwricula and pilot training sesstons will be evaluated by the Terrorism
Working Group and the Project Steering Committee to evaluate their effectiveness. Curricula
development will include peer review by civil and military medical authorities, as well as fire
service, law enforcement and hazardous materials responders. A minimum of three outside
volunteer subject area experts from each discipline will review the curmicula. These subject
area experts will also be invited to attend the pilot courses and provide a class critique. All
persons attending the pilot training will also provide course critiques for evaluation in the final
progress report. The final progress report will contain a detailed evaluation of the project, the
results of peer reviews and attendee critiques. Informal progress reports will be provided to
the Terrorism Working Group on a monthly basis.
