deputies witnessed the inmate
refusing to take his medica-
tion and documented that fact.
That documentation is in the
GBI (investigative) report and
(district attorney) ~ Kermit
(McManus) reviewed it.

“The legal definition of
homicide says it has to be a
premeditated act, and | find it
ironic that our officers are
being accused of homicide
when the prisoner flat out
refused his medication and
wouldn’t take it

According to the report of
the state’s medical examiner,
who testified at the inquest,
Nowlin died of diabetes
ketoacidosis, or inadequate
insulin levels leading to high
blood sugar and the buildup of
ketones, which can result in
serious illness or coma.

Special Agent Dan Sims
with the GBI office in
Calhoun was in charge of the
investigation into Nowlins’
death, and said the “outcome”
involved three findings.

“We ruled that (Nowlin)
died of natural causes, the
autopsy ruled it was natural
causes, and our investigation
showed that there was no
criminal intent or criminal
activity,” he said.

John Bankhead,
spokesman for the GBI, said
the agency’s investigators are
primarily “fact collectors”
who obtain the autopsy result
and then turn their findings
over to the respective district
attorney’s office.

“It was determined by the
DA that there was no criminal
intent (in the Nowlins case),”
Bankhead said of District
Attorney Kermit McManus’s
office.

Gibson said another pris-
oner, Debra Lynne Poteet,
died after being arrested in
December of 2006 with a
“smorgasbord of (medical)
problems,” including diabetes.

“She had major illnesses
other than diabetes,” said
Gibson. “When she came in
she complained of health
issues, and was examined by
our staff and sent on to
Erlanger (Hospital in
Chattanooga).”

Poteet died on Jan. 26,
2007, in Erlanger. She was in
the Whitfield jail on charges
of manufacture of metham-
phetamine, possession of
meth, possession of altered
ephedrine (used in making

meth) and possession of tools
for the commission of a
crime.

Gibson said that not only
ailing prisoners, but every per-
son booked into the jail, gets a
medical exam.

“They have to got through
medical screening in intake,”
he explained. “Any meds they
take are denoted at that time
by an intake officer, and they
are seen by a nurse. If it’s late
at night, they usually see a
nurse the next day. We also
have a physician’s assistant
here full-time, and a doctor

comes by at least three times a
week or whenever needed.
Any inmate can access a doc-
tor every day if they request
it”

Sometimes those who are
arrested have their meds on
them, but most of the time
that’s not the case, Gibson
said.

“Nine times out of 10 the
sheriff’s office pays for the
drugs, since they usually don’t
have them on them when
they’re arrested,” he said.
“Unfortunately,  taxpayers
have to foot that bill.”

ers have turned down more than $4 mil-
lion in federal stimulus funds. In a
unanimous vote, they rejected money
that would have funded transit and
“green” projects. They did accept
$200,000 for a road project, saying that
federal dollars should only be used for
infrastructure. But commissioners
urged the federal government to stop
spending money it doesn’t have. “God
only asked for 10 percent,” said
Commissioner Mike Kilburn. “Why do
the politicians in Washington, D.C.,
think they deserve more than 40 per-
cent?”

A few weeks ago, we told you about
how police in Philadelphia, Pa., were
raiding immigrant-owned shops on the
pretext of seizing ziplock bags, which
they called drug paraphernalia. In each
of those raids, the first thing they did
was tear out the stores’ surveillance sys-
tems, and shop owners said the stole
thousands of dollars in cash in mer-
chandise. Well, the local newspaper
started looking at the cops involved in
those raids. They reviewed their appli-
cations for search warrants and found
hundreds of them were virtually identi-
cal, with simply the names and address-
es changed. They found those warrants
had one informant making drug buys all
across the city, sometimes just minutes
apart. They found violations of depart-
ment rules forbidding officers from
meeting alone with drug informants or
conducting drug surveillance by them-
selves. They found surveillance footage

ants were not in them
at the time the war-
rants said. Now, the
FBI and police inter-
nal investigations are
looking at some of
those officers. Let’s
hope they also take a
look at the judges
who approved those
warrants. too.

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Ridley to roll back mobile home measure

CHATSWORTH — Citing the econ-
omy, Commissioner David Ridley took
a first step Tuesday in rolling back a
mobile home ordinance that prevented
older models from being brought into
Murray County. The change will allow
10-year-old or less models to be pur-
chased and installed.

“We already have one of the toughest
mobile home ordinances around,”
Ridley said at his May meeting.

“Whitfield County is
pre-1976 and newer
— which is the HUD
(Housing and Urban
Development) stan-
dard. Gordon County
has a 15-year ordi-
nance, and Murray
County’s is five years
or less. I feel like
during these eco-

nomic times people are having trouble

finding a five-year
afford.”

Former sole commissioner Jim
Welch passed an amendment to the
county’s mobile home ordinance in
February of 2007 banning mobile
homes more than five years old from
being brought into the county. Before
Welch’s term, former sole commission-
er Tyson Haynes passed a 10-year ordi-
nance after a survey revealed there were
7,700 mobile homes in the county,
many of them sub-standard

A second reading of the proposed
ordinance will take place on May 19,
Ridley said.

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U.S. woman gets
face transplant

CLEVELAND — Five
years ago, a shotgun blast left
a ghastly hole where the mid-
dle of her face had been. Five
months ago, she received a
new face from a dead
woman. Connie Culp stepped
forward Tuesday to show off
the results of the nation’s first
face transplant, and her new
look was a far cry from the
puckered, noseless sight that
made children run away in
horror. Culp’s expressions are
still a bit wooden, but she can
talk, smile, smell and taste
her food again. Her speech is
at times a little tough to
understand. Her face is bloat-
ed and squarish, and her skin
droops in big folds that doc-
tors plan to pare away as her
circulation improves and her
nerves grow.

Thousands flee
Taliban militants

MINGORA, Pakistan —
Black-turbaned Taliban mili-
tants seized government
buildings, laid mines and
fought security forces
Tuesday in the Swat Valley, as
fear of a major operation led
thousands to pack their
belongings on their heads and
backs, cram aboard buses and
flee the northwestern region.
The collapse of a 3-month-old
truce with the Taliban means
Pakistan will now have to
fight to regain control of the
Swat Valley, testing the ability
of its stretched military and
the resolve of civilian leaders
who until recently were insist-
ing the insurgents could be
partners in peace. The govern-
ment feared the refugee exo-
dus could reach 500,000.

Afghans say bomb-
ing runs kill dozens

KABUL — Bombing
runs called in by U.S. forces
killed dozens of civilians
taking shelter from fighting
between Taliban militants
and Afghan and internation-
al troops, Afghan officials
said Tuesday. The U.S.
promised a joint investiga-
tion. A provincial council-
man said he saw about 30
bodies, many of them
women and children, after
villages bought them to a
provincial capital. Overall
death toll estimates varied
widely. Villagers estimated
from 70 to well over 100
civilians may have died,
according to local and
regional officials.

Britain’s list bars 22
alleged extremists

LONDON — Britain on
Tuesday published its first
list of people barred from
entering the country for
allegedly fostering extremism
or hatred, including Muslim
extremists, Michael Savage,
a right-wing American radio
host, an Israeli settler and
jailed Russian gang mem-
bers. The U.K.’s law and
order chief, Home Secretary
Jacqui S , said she decid-

ed to publish the names of 16
of 22 people who have been
banned by the government
since October so others could
better understand what sort
of behavior Britain was not
prepared to tolerate.

ATLANTA (AP) —
Newly registering voters in
Georgia could soon be
required to prove they are
U.S. citizens to cast a ballot,
under a bill signed Tuesday
by Gov. Sonny Perdue.

The measure makes
Georgia the second state in
the nation — behind Arizona
— to require prospective
voters to provide proof of
citizenship. The new law, to
take effect, must still receive
preclearance from the U.S.
Department of Justice under
the Voting Rights Act.

The Georgia law requires
would-be voters to provide
documented proof of U.S.

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Appalachian Bank agrees
to reduce real estate loans

Bank should not be affected
by a consent order the
bank’s parent company
recently agreed to with fed-
eral regulators, say company
officials.

“We have a concentration
in real estate loans, which is
a real hot-button issue with
regulators with the decline
in the economy, especially in
Georgia and especially in
the real estate market,” said
Gary Middleton, chief retail
officer for the bank.

Appalahcian Bancshares,
the holding company that
owns Appalachian
Community Bank, signed an
agreement with the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corp. to

reduce its concentration real
estate loans. The agreement
took effect April 24.

“The only effect it has is
that right now we are not
doing any more loans for
spec houses, or any specula-
tive lending on houses,”
Middleton said. “Basically,
the order said we are going
to quit doing that until the
economy gets better and all
that levels out”

The bank must also has to
decrease its concentration in
real estate by working
though some of its outstand-
ing loans.

“That will be basically
working with out develop-
ers. A lot of them are already
reducing their prices to
move (their houses),” he
said.

Appalachian Community
Bank has branches in Dalton
and Chatsworth but its head-

quarters are in Ellijay.

“Our footprint is over in
Ellijay, Blue Ridge,
Blairsville, that area. Where
carpet is the main thing in
Dalton, real estate is the
main thing over there,”
Middleton said.

A press release from the
bank says that 70 percent of
the local economy is tied
directly or indirectly to real
estate

The press release says the
bank also agreed to pay no
dividends or executive
bonuses  without  prior
approval of regulators and to
implement a weekly liquidi-
ty monitoring program.

But Middleton says cus-
tomers shouldn’t notice any
changes and he says deposits
are still guaranteed up to
$200,000 by the FDIC.

“There’s no issue with
that,” he said.

“Alex has two great pitches, the
fastball and curve,” senior catcher
Garren Palmer said. “That curve is a
pretty nasty pitch and he’s a lot bet-
ter at hitting his spots with both
pitches since his freshman year.”

Roberts said he relies heavily on
the fastball, but doesn’t mind throw-
ing the curve in any situation.

“The fastball is my go-to pitch
and that’s true for about any pitch-
er)” he said.

He deftly negotiated
an early release from his
Gibbs contract, then finished
the paperwork that gave him
control of renamed Stewart-
Haas Racing

still, the team didn’t have
much to show for its first
seven years at NASCAR’s
top level. Just one top-10 fin-

ish in 284 starts for 12 differ-
ent drivers, spotty sponsor-
ship and an alliance with
mighty Hendrick Motorsports
that had yet to work to the
team’s advantage.

Stewart wasted little time
putting his stamp all over
his new toy. He courted
sponsors, hired his own peo-
ple and changed the mentali-
ty to mirror his competitive
spirit. Even so, it seemed a
stretch that the transforma-
tion would lead to immedi-
ate success. Maybe some-
day, but certainly not the
first year.

Again, he’s proved other-
wise. Stewart has seven top-
10s in 10 races, including
runner-up finishes in two of
the last three races. He lost
to Mark Martin three weeks
ago in Phoenix, and Kyle
Busch on Saturday night in
Richmond.

SHR has also been
buoyed by Newman’s turn-
around. He was 32nd in the
standings following the
fourth race of the season, his
fourth finish of 22nd or
worse. But his crew
regrouped during the bye
week and has been on a roll
ever since.

Newman has not finished
lower than 16th since, and
had consecutive top-five fin-
ishes at Talladega and
Richmond for the first time
in longer than he could
remember.

The strong runs have
Stewart-Haas Racing far
ahead of schedule and
exceeding the modest expec-
tations most people placed
on the team.

“Momentum’s everything.
That gives you such a head
start when you get to the next
track,” Stewart said. “For us
as an organization, with that
momentum, | can’t wait to get
to the shop Monday and see
the smiles on the guys’ faces.
That’s the payoff for me
That’s the stuff that will carry
us into Darlington and carry
us into the All-Star Race the
week after that.”

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Becoming a nurse was her dream

From an early age, Clotee
Fowler loved going to the hospital.

No, she’s not a hypochondriac.
Nor does she harbor a secret love
for inoculations. When Fowler
accompanied her mother to
Hamilton Memorial Hospital on
her frequent visits to patients, she
only longed for one thing.

To wear the stark white suit of
anurse,

“l thought nurses were the
most gorgeous people ever,” she
said. “I wanted to be a nurse more
than anything.”

After graduating from Pleasant
Grove High School in 1955,
Fowler immediately went after
her dream, landing a nursing
assistant position at the hospital.
For a whopping $75 per month,
she was furnished a laundered
uniform, one meal per day and
health insurance. In return Fowler
worked in the nursery and out on
the floor — taking vital signs, giv-
ing baths and bringing patients
their food trays. She loved it,
especially working for adminis-
trator Norman Burkett.

“He was a wonderful adminis-
trator,” said Fowler. “I really
learned a lot from him. He really
wanted to make sure the patients
were well taken care of.”

In 1965 she finally became a
full-fledged nurse, graduating
from the Dalton Vocational
School of Health Occupations. In
the 44 years since, Fowler is
amazed by the changes she’s seen
in the field. The digital gizmos
you see now simply didn’t exist
then. If you needed something
done it took time and patience.

Lots of patience.

“We had a urine test for dia-
betes,” Fowler said. “You would
mix so many drops of urine with
water then add a tablet to check

sugar. It would change color. Now
we do finger sticks.”

Blood pressure was checked
manually rather than by pushing a
button. Raising and lowering beds
meant repeatedly pressing a lever
with your foot. And when you
needed medicine you had to walk
down to the hospital pharmacy to
get it. Today it’s delivered via a
pneumatic tubing system.

And cable TV in your room?
Forget about it. There were no
TVs, period.

Nurses inserted Vs themselves
then set the drip rate by using their

watch. Medical records meant
countless reams of paper in a large
room. Patients got their pain med-
ications via an injection in the but-
tocks. Intercoms didn’t exist. And
nurses were taught to stand up out
of respect when doctors came on
the floor to make their rounds.
Nowadays Hamilton Medical
Center — like many hospitals
nationwide — has gone high-tech.
Specialized 1V teams take care of
all 1V starts and removals. Records
are available at the click of a mouse.
Patients control administration of
pain medication through a PCA

she is still a nurse at Mohawk

pump. And each nurse on duty is fit-
ted with a “nurse tracker” so they
can be located and summoned at all
times.

In the midst of all the changes,
Fowler says one thing remained
constant — the level of care.

“I can still remember this man
bent over really upset because he
had lost his son by electrocution,”
she said. “One time a young girl
was brought in who had died while
playing basketball. Losing kids
would really get to me. I’ve never
lost it in front of a family. You just
gave them compassion and let

them know you cared.”

Fowler left the hospital in 1979
to work for Dr. Robert Frady and
Dr. Rudy Shirley at Dalton Ear
Nose and Throat where she stayed
until 1985. At 73, she could easily
retire from her current job as a
nurse at Mohawk Industries, but
she’s in no hurry.

“When you see somebody so
sick and then they’re better, you
feel like you had a hand in helping
them,” said Fowler. “At the end of
the day you're so tired but then the
next morning you’re ready to go
again.”

In fact, Fowler considers her job
a blessing.

“I want to give the Lord thanks
that he has allowed me to still be
able to work,” she said. “A lot of
people younger than me aren’t able
to. | really like to work and enjoy
what I’'m doing. I like people. And
| feel like I’m still productive.”

If Fowler ever does retire, you’ll
probably find her traveling with
her husband, Harold ... especially
to England and Hawaii. But in the
meantime she’s focusing on being
the best nurse she can, and in the
process emulating her former
emergency room supervisor, Pat
Haynes.

“I learned a lot from her,” said
Fowler. “She would always get in
there and help you do what needed
to be done. She was always calm
and handled situations well, and
she never felt she was beyond help-
ing you. She is my hero.”

Coming up roses

I miss the old roses terri-

They are growing few
and far between because
these old species don’t
often fit into yards, and
their bloom season is but a
few weeks in late spring. |
miss them because they are
fragrant. 1 miss their cab-
bage-shaped blossoms. And
when | do come upon them
I am transported back to
Queen Victoria and the gar-
dens of her realm when
horticulture was all the
rage.

I suspect the English fel-
low, David Austin, was
similarly afflicted long ago.
This longing drove a life
spent re-creating a nostal-
gic flower that once nearly
disappeared from gardens.
While other breeders were
seeking to create the most
carefree floriferous roses,
such as Knock Out and
Flower Carpet, Austin was
moving in another direction
altogether. He was search-
ing for the romance of early
Victorian roses, so he could
capture their beauty with
modern-day ease of cultiva-
tion. In short, Austin literal-
ly reinvented the rose.

The old roses that
graced Victorian gardens
were often dubbed “cab-
bage roses” because their
flowers were rounded and
tightly packed like the
leaves of a cabbage head.
This stands in striking con-
trast to the fluted bud of the
later hybrid teas. Cabbage
roses have distinctly differ-
ent looks, more charm and
a sense of nostalgia. In
England, they became the
symbols of the empire
years. In a vase, the flowers
flop and lean — giving a
sense of relaxed elegance

impossible  with  stiff-
stemmed moderns.

Forty years ago, Austin
sought to define exactly
what kind of rose he want-
ed to create, and laid it all
out for us in his newest
book, “The English Roses:
Classic Favorites & New
Selections” (Firefly; $35).

This incredibly well-
illustrated book is, in a
sense, his manifesto, the
document that establishes
what he tried to do as a
breeder. In glorious color it
shows us the fruits of his
efforts. Perhaps “photo-
graphs™ isn’t the right word
for the full-page color illus-
trations that | dub “photo-
graphic art.” I've seen a lot
of garden books, and few
compare to the beauty and
— dare | say — femininity
of these illustrations. They
make me want to cut them
out and frame them for a
bright bedroom or an ele-
gant dining-room wall.

I couldn’t help but con-
clude that this book is a
Mother’s Day gift extraor-
dinaire. Even if Mom isn’t
a gardener, the sheer beauty
of this paperback will have
her sitting for hours digest-
ing the roses.

There’s even a chapter
devoted to fragrance. | now
know there’s a difference
between musk and myrrh,
stamen fragrance and petal
fragrance. And, of course,
the chapter on the ancestors
of the English rose tells me
what species or early
hybrids contributed what to
the Austin hybrids.

Help your yard look great

As the weather
continues to get
warmer and we are
thankful for the
much needed rain,
our home landscape
still has a lot of jobs
that need to be done.
Remember  that
there could be a lack
of soil moisture
later in the season
and anything that
you can do to con-
serve water and
keep your plants
healthy, will keep your home
showcase looking great. The
following tips, should give
you some ideas of things that
you need to do, to keep
everything growing strong

M Letting a young lawn
grow too tall and then cutting
it back to the recommended
height is detrimental. Such
extreme leaf removal stops
the flow of food to the roots,
weakens the plants, and
opens the lawn to diseases
Never let it grow so tall that
you have to cut off more than
one third of the grass blade.

M Save money on mulch
materials by using 1 to 2
inches of wood chips before
spreading 2 inches of deco-
rative shredded bark. Wood
chips are less expensive than
shredded bark and last
longer, too. Keep mulch sev-
eral inches away from the
trunks of trees and shrubs so
air can circulate near the
trunk discouraging diseases,
and so that rodents will not
feed on the bark.

W Lightly sidedress
perennials, including spring
bulbs, with a 5-10-10 or 10-
10-10 fertilizer, being careful
to avoid the center or crown
of the plant.

M If you love to garden,
but don’t have a lot of time,
choose plants that are easy to
maintain. Plants that do not
need “deadheading” include
begonia, impatiens, coleus,
alyssum, ageratum, lobelia,
vinca and salvia.

M Caladiums need gener-
ous amounts of water and
fertilizer to encourage con-
tinuous production of leaves

during the summer.
Apply a light, side
dressing of 5-10-5
fertilizer every two
weeks, and water
thoroughly to
encourage  bright-
colored foliage.
Gladiolus
grows best in well-
drained soil, protect-
is ed from wind. Bulbs
can be planted now.
For best bloom, water
thoroughly once a
week after the spike
begins to show above the soil.

W Pinch back annuals
when 4 to 6 inches high to
promote  bushy  growth.
Some that require pinching
are zinnias, petunias and
salvia.

W Impatiens is the most
satisfactory annual for use in
shady areas. Begonias,
coleus, ageratum, salvia and
vinca prefer light shade (5 to
6 hours of sunlight).

W Multiflora petunias
withstand heat much better
than other types and are
more attractive throughout
the summer. They are more
resistant than other types to
botrytis, a disease that crip-
ples petunias, especially in
damp weather. And they
branch more easily, meaning
less maintenance.
Multifloras are most useful
for massed effects in beds.

M Prune rhododendrons
immediately after flowering.
Old clusters should be
snapped off when partly dry,
but remove with care in order
not to decrease or prevent
bloom next year.

W When planting new
shade  trees,  consider
whether it is messy or neat in
appearance, weak- or strong-
wooded, and long- or short-
lived. Resist the temptation
to plant a fast-growing, weak
tree for quick shade.

W Some trees that are
messy and weak-wooded
include silver maple hybrid
poplar, mimosa, weeping
willow, black cherry, and
Eastern cottonwood. Better
choices are Chinese elm,
Japanese zelkova, pin oak,

red maple, river birch, tulip
poplar and willow oak.

W If cotton burlap was
used to wrap B&B tree roots,
it does not need to be
removed. Just untie and roll
it down from the trunk until
it does not stick above the
soil line. If a synthetic mate-
rial wrapped the roots,
remove it completely if pos-
sible, or at least turn it back
to expose the sides of the ball
and cut it off or push it to the
bottom of the hole. If the
species of tree you are plant-
ing is one that grows a tap-
root, remove all the synthetic
material or the root will not
be able to grow properly.

M Red and silver maples,
willows, poplars and elms
can clog septic lines with
their roots. Plant these
species well away from
water lines and sewers.

M Poison ivy is danger-
ous all year round. You can
get an irritation from the
leaves, roots, berries, and
even smoke from burning the
vines. Learn to know the
leaves so you can guard
against it. If you think you
may have come in contact
with it, wash immediately
with soap and water and
remove any clothes that may
have the oil on them.
Prevention is the best medi-
cine for this ailment.

W Plant ground covers
under shade trees that don’t
allow enough sunlight to sus-
tain  grass.  Periwinkle,
English ivy and liriope are a
few ground cover plants that
grow well in shade.

Take the time to walk
around your yard as often as
possible, so that you can stay
on top of problems and keep
everything healthy.

ANSWER: By height-
weight charts and by body
mass index criteria, you are
underweight. But let’s put
the brakes on. You have
been this way all your life.
You have raised three chil-
dren. You have great energy
and a good appetite. You eat
healthful meals. Does being
thin classify you as sick or
unhealthy? | don’t think so.
It sounds more like a genet-
ic trait. It will probably add
years to your life.

If you want to gain more
weight to have a cushion in
case you get sick, you can
do so by increasing your
daily calorie count by 500
calories. You have to buy a
calorie-counter book that
gives you the calorie con-
tent of foods. Such books
are cheap, and you can find
them in all bookstores. An
additional 500 calories a
day will add one more
pound to your weight in a
week.

If you don’t want to be
bothered by calorie count-
ing, then take these steps:
Increase the food portions
eaten at every meal. Have a
between-meal snack, but

sources of calories. They
won’t kill your meal
appetite. A large banana
has 130 calories. A banana
at midmorning and
midafternoon gives you
more than half of the 500
extra calories goal

Another snack before
bed can provide the
remaining calories needed
to reach 500.

(tamsulosin) relaxes mus-
cles in the prostate gland

and muscles that surround
the outlet of the urinary
bladder. That allows urine
to leave the bladder and
pass out of the body more
easily. Many men with
large prostate glands are
indebted to it.

IFIS — intraoperative
floppy iris syndrome — is
one visual complication of
Flomax use. The iris is the
colored, ring part of the
eye. Some men, while on
Flomax or who have taken
it in the past, experience a
peculiar reaction during
cataract surgery. Their iris
starts to billow outward,
and it often constricts. It
makes the operation most
difficult. Men must tell
their eye doctors they are
using or have used this
drug before such surgery.

Blurred vision is listed
as a possible side effect,
but it happens to very few
users.

Men who have had
vision problems can go on
a different class of drugs,
like Proscar or Avodart.

He spent an hour
outside trying to breathe
He considers this too trivial
to see an allergist. We think
these incidents could be
life-threatening. — T.E.

ANSWER: The incident
you described sounds like an
allergy to wine or to
seafood. Such incidents are
emergencies, and they do
threaten life. They are not
trivial occurrences. He needs
the help of an allergist.

The episode you men-
tion (in a deleted part of the
letter) when he choked on a
sour-ball candy as a child
wasn’t an allergy; it was a
mechanical blockage of his
airway. The Heimlich
maneuver you performed
saved his life. It’s in no
way related to his present
problem.
