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Apresentacao

Este trabalho trata da compilacao contendo atualizacdes de dois volumes
publicados na série Documentos (273 e 387) da Embrapa Amazonia
Oriental sobre os tipos nomenclaturais do Herbario IAN dessa Unidade. Sao
1.316 exemplares circunscritos em 805 taxons pertencentes a 57 familias
botanicas.

A organizacao da colecao de tipos nomenclaturais dos herbarios e a
divulgacao das informacdes a respeito dessa colecao colaboram com o
avanco cientifico, uma vez que minimizam o tempo gasto para localizacao
dos exemplares dessas colecoes.

Visto que os espécimes-tipo sdo os exemplares originais utilizados pelos
sistematas na descricao de espécies, variedades e subespécies novas, estes
tornam-se testemunho cientifico valiosissimo, sendo consulta obrigatoria
durante as revisdes taxonomicas.

Assim, o Herbario IAN da Embrapa Amazonia Oriental, por meio desta
publicacdo, presta importante servico a comunidade botanica, contribuindo
para o conhecimento da biodiversidade brasileira.

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Introducao

Tipos nomenclaturais de um herbario sdo espécimes (exsicatas) que serviram de
base para a primeira descricdo cientifica publicada sobre um taxon. Dessa forma,
esses espécimes acompanhados da obra princeps comprovam o reconhecimento
cientifico de um taxon. Nesse contexto, os tipos nomenclaturais tornam-se
extremamente importantes para a Botanica, pois sdo consultas obrigatérias durante o
desenvolvimento de trabalhos taxonomicos.

0 Herbario IAN, localizado no Estado do Para, Municipio de Belém, atualmente, se
encontra sob a responsabilidade da Embrapa Amazonia Oriental. Fundado em 1945,
pelos botanicos Jodo Murga Pires e William Archer, conta até o presente com um
acervo de 193 mil exsicatas; cole¢do de tipos, com 3 mil exemplares; xiloteca, formada
por 8 mil amostras de madeira; fototeca, com 20 mil fotografias de tipos, e carpoteca,
com 700 frutos secos. Renomados botdnicos contribuiram para a formagio desse
patrimdnio cientifico, pois existem colecdes de G.A. Black, D.C. Daly, W.A. Ducke, R. de
L. Frées, A.M.F. Glaziou, ].M. Pires, G.T. Prance, dentre outros. Considerando a grande
importancia dos tipos, optou-se por buscar, na literatura, informagdes que realmente
confirmem o status de tipo dos exemplares depositados nessa colecdo e no acervo
geral do Herbario IAN, a fim de divulga-los, visando auxiliar na sua localizagio.

O presente trabalho trata da compilagdo, com atualizag¢des, de dois trabalhos
publicados na Série Documentos da Embrapa sobre os tipos nomenclaturais do
Herbario IAN (MARTINS et al,, 2006, 2012). Optou-se por manter a classificacdo

em nivel de familia segundo o mesmo sistema que é utilizado nesse herbario, ou

seja, Engler. Entretanto, em caso de divergéncia com APG III (STEVENS, 2012),
acrescentou-se, entre parénteses, ao lado do nome da familia, a classificacdo adotada
por esse grupo. Dessa forma, este trabalho contem 1.316 espécimes classificados em
805 taxons pertencentes a 57 familias: Acanthaceae (7 taxons); Alismataceae (3);

e Cada exemplar separado como provavel tipo teve seu status conferido na
obra princeps do respectivo taxon.

e  Caracterizagio dos “tipos” com base nos protdlogos e nos dados contidos nas
etiquetas (schedulae) de acordo com o Codigo Internacional de Nomenclatura
para algas, fungos e plantas (MCNEILL et al.,, 2012).

¢ Organizagdo dos dados obedecendo a seguinte ordem: familia (segundo
