Poaceae (Grasses) Walkabout KWG

Many members of the plant family Poaceae are growing in Ku-ring-gai Wildflower Garden.
These are herbaceous plants which have one seed leaf (cotyledon), strap-like leaves with
parallel veins, a fibrous root system and usually no woody material. The inflorescence or
flowerhead /seedhead consists of a number of spikelets.
