Sclerotigenin is soluble in organic solvents such 
as ethanol, methanol, DMSO, and dimethyl formamide.

Sclerotigenin is a natural diazepine originally isolated from P. sclerotigenum that acts as an insect 
growth regulator.1 It reduces the growth rate of first instar H. zea larvae by 42% relative to controls when 
administered in the standard test diet at 200 ppm.
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
