1. This Ordinace may be cited as the Fauna and Flora Short title. 
Protection Ordinance. 

PART I 

NATIONAL RESERVES AJm SANCTUARIES 

2. (1) The minister2 may by Order3 published in the Gazette 
declare that any specified area of Crown land shall for the 
purposes of this Ordinance be a National Reserve and may by that 
Order2 or by any Order3 subsequently published in the Gazette 
declare that the whole or ar1y specified part of any such National 
Reserve shall be-

( a) a Strict Natural Reserve ; or 
{b) a National Park ; or 
(c) a Nature Reserve ; or 
(d) a Jungle Corridor; or 
(e) a Refuge; or 
(/) a Marine Reserve ; or 
(g) a Buffer Zone. 

(2) The Minister "may be order" published in the Gazette de­
clare that any specified area of land within Sri Lanka ( other than 
land declared to be a National Reserve) shall be a sanctuary for the 
purposes of this Ordinance. 

(3) An area declared to be a Sanctuary may include both State 
land and land other than State Land. 

( 4) The Minister2 may by Order3 published in the Gazette de­

(a) no person shall be entitled to enter any Strict Natural 
Reserve or Nature Reserve, or in any way to disturb the 
fauna and flora therein ; 

(b) no person shall be entitled to enter any National Park except 
for the purpose of observing the fauna and flora therein ; 

(c) no animal shall be hunted, killed or taken, and no plant shall 
be damaged, collected or destroyed in a Strict Natural Re­
serve, destroyed, in a Strict National Reserve, 

( d) no person shall hunt, shoot, kill or take any wild animal, or 
take or destroy any egg of any bird or reptile or any nest of 
any bird, in any Sanctuary,

within any sanctuary, carry, or have in his possession or under his 
control, a gun, or a cartridge or other explosive of any description 
except under the authority, and in accordance with the terms or condi­
tions, of a permit issued by the prescnbed officer upon the payment of 
the prescribed fee. The preceding provisions of this subsection shall be 
in addition to. and not in derogation of the provisions of the Firearms 
Ordinance.

It shall be lawful for the Director or any 
officer authorized by the Director to seize any domestic animal within 
any National Reserve and to release it to the ov..ner thereof on the 
payment of a prescribed fine if such animal is claime.d within twenty 
eight days of such seizure. Any animal not so ciaime;:! may be disposed 
of by the Director in such manner as he may deem fit. 

( 4) Any person who acts in contravention of the pro,risions of this 
section shall be guilty of an offence and shall on conviction be liable to 
imprisonment of either description for a terrri. not leSs than one year 
and not exceeding five years. 

6A. (I) No person shall fish or take any aquatic animal 
or plant from any waters within a National Reserve, or 
Sanctuary which is on Crown land, except under the 
authority, and in accordance with the conditions, of a permit 
issued by a prescribed officer on payment of the prescribed 
fee. 

(2) No person shall remove any object of archaeologi­
cal, pre-historic, historical, geological or other scientific 
interest, or any other object of mineral value, from any 
National Reserve or Sanctuary except under the authority, 
and in accordance with the conditions, of a permit issued 
by the prescribed officer on payment of the prescribed 
fee . 

(3) If no fee is prescribed for the issued of a permit 
under subsection (I) or subsection (2) such permit shall be 
issued free of charge. 

(4) Where the prescribed officer is satisfied that any 
application for the issue of a permit under subsection (1) is

(iv) possess or use any trap or any explosive or poisonous sub­
stance capable of being used for the purpose of injuring or 
destroying any animal or plant ; or 

(v) make any fresh clearing; or 

(vi) erect any building whether permanent or temporary or oc­
cupy any building so erected unless such person is the holder 
of a permit issued in that behalf by the prescribed officer ; or 
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(vii) construct or use any road or path so constructed by him.

13. (1) (a) Whenever it appears to the Director that in any area 
outside a National Reserve damage to any person or to any house, 
crop, plantation or other property is likely to be caused by any elephant 
or buffalo, he may qy notices affixed in conspicuous places within that 
area declare that area to be one wjthin which damage by elephant or 
buffalo is apprehended and he may take such steps as may be neces­
sary of expedient to have the elephant or buffalo driven off or cap­
tured and may issue licences subject to such conditions as he may 
deem necessary on payment of the prescribed fee, or of such fee not 
exceeding the prescribed fee, if any, as he may consider adequate, 
authorizing the licensee to capture such elephant or buffalo within that 
area while the declaration is in force.

as he may deem necessary or expedient, either free or on the payment 
of the prescribed fee or such fee not exceeding the prescribed fee, if 
any, as he may consider adequate authorizing that person to follow or 
pursue such elephant to any place (not being a place within a National 
Reserve) and to shoot, kill or take such elephant.

16. Any person who in the excreise of any right conferred by or 
under section 13 or section 14, kills or takes any elephant or buffalo, 
shall forthwith report such killing or taking to any police officer entitled 
to officiate in the area within which such killing or capture took place 
or to any prescribed officer and to the Director. 

17. (1) Any elephant duly killed or taken by any person under 
the authority of any licence issued under this pai1 of this Ordinance, 
shall be the property of that person, unless otherwise provided in the 
conditions attached to the licence. 

(2) Subject to tl1e provisions of subsection (1 ), every elephant which 
is killed or captured shall be tl1e property of the Crow. 
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(3) Any buffalo duly killed or taken by any person in accordance 
with the provisions of this Part of this Ordinance shall be the property 
of that person, unless otherwise provided in the conditions attached to 
the licence, where any such buffalo was killed or taken under the 
authority of a licence. 

18. Subject to such restrictions or conditions as may be prescribed, 
the Director may, by sale or otherwise, dispose of the tusks or the 
carcase, or any part of the carcase, of any dead elephant which is the 
property of the Crown. 

19. (1) A royally according lo such rates as n1ay from time to 
time be prescribed shall be Jcvicd as export duty by the officers of 
customs at the port of shipn1cnt in rcsprct of every elepl1ant, whether 
wild or tame, exported [rom Ceylon to any place outsde Ceylon. 

(2) No elephant, wbetl1er wild or tame, shall be exported from 
Ceylon to any place outside Ceylon except under the authority of a 
special permit issued by the Director.
