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1.0 INTRODUCTION 
1.1 PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) District Seven is utilizing the Alternative Corridor 
Evaluation (ACE) process as part of the study to evaluate the extension of State Road (SR) 56 from US 
301/SR 41 to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 in Pasco County, Florida. The intent is to find a suitable corridor for the 
extension of the existing SR 54/SR 56 facility, which currently stretches from US 19 to the intersection 
with US 301. This extension of the corridor could complete a direct east-west route across the southern 
portion of Pasco County into Polk County and could also serve as part of a bypass for the City of Zephyrhills. 

The ACE study will evaluate potential alternative corridors for the extension of SR 56 eastward from US 
301/SR 41 to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 in Pasco County. SR 56 is a major east-west arterial that serves both 
local and regional traffic from SR 54 to US 301/SR 41, for a length of approximately 13 miles. SR 56 from 
SR 54 to Meadow Pointe Boulevard is a four and six-lane divided roadway and is functionally classified as 
an urban principal arterial. The segment of SR 56 from Meadow Pointe Boulevard to US 301/SR 41 was 
recently opened to traffic and provides a new four-lane divided roadway with a ten-foot wide multi-use 
trail (south side), a five-foot wide sidewalk (north side), and seven-foot wide bicycle lanes in each 
direction. A project location map is shown in Figure 1-1.

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1.2 STUDY AREA 

The study area that will be used for the ACE reflects the study area that was evaluated during the Efficient 
Transportation Decisions Making (ETDM) phase; it simply combines the two areas that were denoted as 
Alternative #1 and Alternative #2 in the ETDM Planning Screen (see Figure 1-2). The study area is generally 
bounded by the Pasco/Hillsborough County Line to the south, CR 54 to the north, US 301/SR 41 to the 
west, and US 98/SR 35/SR 700 to the east.

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1.3 PURPOSE AND NEED 

1.3.1 PURPOSE 

The purpose of this project is to provide the extension of an east-west route through Pasco County 
connecting to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 that would allow regional traffic to bypass the City of Zephyrhills and 
to have a more direct route to the Lakeland area in Polk County. 

1.3.2 NEED 

SR 56/SR 54 forms a major east-west connection traversing a large portion of Pasco County from US 19 in 
west Pasco County to US 301/SR 41. SR 56/SR 54 and SR 52 are parallel east-west facilities within the 
county; however, they are nearly 9 miles apart in some areas. Improvements to the SR 56/SR 54 corridor 
are a focus of the Pasco County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO). With the completion of the 
portion of SR 56 from Meadow Pointe Boulevard to US 301/SR 41, vehicles desiring to continue eastward 
to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 would need to utilize US 301/SR 41, Chancey Road, and CR 54, creating a circuitous 
route along the eastern portion of the City of Zephyrhills.  

System Linkage  
SR 54/56 is a principal arterial that spans a large portion of Pasco County providing an important east-
west route. In addition to SR 52, it is one of only two continuous east-west connections within the County. 
It also links to important regional north-south facilities such as US 19, SR 589 (Suncoast Parkway), US 41, 
and I-75. It connects to US 19 in western Pasco County, just south of New Port Richey, and to US 301/SR 
41 south of the City of Zephyrhills. The Pasco County MPO is completing an initiative called Vision 54/56, 
which is a study designed to define a transportation vision for the future of the SR 54/56 corridor from US 
19 to SR 581/Bruce B. Downs Boulevard. 

2.0 EXISTING TRANSPORTATION CHARACTERISTICS 
2.1 EXISTING ROADWAY CHARACTERISTICS 

Characteristics of the roadways within the SR 56 extension study area are presented below. 

SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway exists as a two-lane undivided north-south facility from Chancey Road 
to US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41. Between Plant City and Zephyrhills, the road is named Paul S. Buchman 
Highway. The existing posted speed limit on SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway ranges from 50 miles per 
hour (mph) to 60 mph.  

SR 56 is a major east-west arterial that serves both local and regional traffic from SR 54 to US 301/Gall 
Boulevard/SR 41, for a length of approximately 13 miles. SR 56 from SR 54 to Meadow Pointe Boulevard 
is a four and six-lane divided roadway and is functionally classified as an urban principal arterial. The 
segment of SR 56 from Meadow Pointe Boulevard to US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 was recently opened 
to traffic and provides a new four-lane divided roadway with a ten-foot wide multi-use trail (south side), 
a five-foot wide sidewalk (north side), and seven-foot wide bicycle lanes in each direction. The speed limit 
on SR 56 is 55 mph west of US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41.  
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US 98/SR 35/SR 700 is an east-west arterial highway across the central and panhandle regions of Florida. 
Throughout the project area, US 98/SR 35/SR 700 runs in a northerly direction, and it bypasses the 
downtown area of Dade City in Pasco County. It is a two-lane undivided roadway with posted speed limits 
ranging from 55 mph to 60 mph.  

US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 is a two-lane undivided north/south facility.  US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41  
serves as the eastern terminus of existing SR 56.  The intersection of US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 and SR 
56 serves as the first major intersection along US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 in Pasco County.  The next 
intersection of US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 is with Chancey Road, which eventually becomes County 
Road (CR) 535.  SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway intersects with US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 from the 
southeast.  The existing posted speed limit on US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 is 55 mph south and 45 mph 
north of Chancey Road, respectively. 

CR 54 is a two-lane undivided highway from US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 to its eastern terminus at US 
98/SR 35/SR 700.  CR 54 is an extension of SR 54 south of Dade City.  It begins at CR 579/Morris Bridge 
Road, west of downtown Zephyrhills, and runs north in a short overlap with CR 579/Morris Bridge Road 
until it curves east and runs along Eiland Boulevard.  The existing posted speed limit along CR 54 is 55 mph 
between Chancey Road and US 98/SR 35/SR 700. 

Chancey Road is currently a two-lane undivided east/west facility west of US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41.  
Between US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 and SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, a four-lane divided section 
exists.  The speed limit is 45 mph west of SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway and 55 mph east of SR 39/Paul 
S. Buchman Highway to CR 54, respectively. 

Crystal Springs Road/Central Avenue is a two-way undivided collector road.  The maximum speed limit is 
30 mph along this roadway. 

The Census 2010 Urban Area Boundaries and Federal Functional Classification Map for Pasco County was 
utilized to classify the roadways within the study area.  Table 2-1 shows the applicable classifications for 
the roadways within the study area.

2.2 EXISTING INTERSECTIONS 

The project study area includes two signalized intersections along US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 at SR 56 
and Chancey Road.  The intersection at US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 and SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway 
is currently operating under an unsignalized condition.  The intersections along Chancey Road at SR 
39/Paul S. Buchman Highway and CR 54 are currently operating under traffic signals.  The intersection of 
CR 54 and US 98/SR 35/SR 700 is currently operating under an unsignalized condition.  The existing 
roadway number of lane(s) and speed limits are depicted in Figures 2-1 and 2-2, respectively.   

2.3 EXISTING MULTIMODAL ACCOMMODATIONS 

There are no dedicated bicycle lanes currently provided along the US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41, US 98/SR 
35/SR 700, and SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway corridors within the study area; however, shoulders are 
available to accommodate bicycles.  CR 54 does not have any shoulders.  While there are pedestrian 
crosswalks provided at all legs of the intersections of Chancey Road with US 301 Gall Boulevard/SR 41 and 
SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, there are no pedestrian facilities provided along these roadways or 
within the study area.  Future dedicated bicycle and pedestrian facilities are planned as noted in the Pasco 
County MPO 2045 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) as documented in Appendix A.

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Pasco County Public Transportation (PCPT) currently does not operate any fixed bus routes along US 
301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41, SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, US 98/SR 35/SR 700, or Chancey Road within 
the study area.  Public transit in Polk County does not operate any fixed bus routes along US 98/SR 35/SR 
700.  However, future transit services are planned in the Pasco County MPO 2045 LRTP as documented in 
Appendix A. 

2.4 EXISTING TRAFFIC CONDITIONS 

The existing traffic volumes and the capacity analysis of the existing traffic conditions are detailed in the 
following sections and in Appendix B. 

2.4.1 TRAFFIC COUNTS 

Traffic data and characteristics for the study area were obtained from available sources [i.e., Florida Traffic 
Online (2018) and traffic counts (unpublished 2019) provided by the FDOT] and traffic counts conducted 
by AECOM.  Three-day (72-hour) traffic machine counts (bi-directional approach volumes at 15-minute 
increments with hourly totals) have been collected for the recently constructed segment of SR 56 between 
Meadow Pointe Boulevard and US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41.  All counts were taken on Tuesday, 
Wednesday, or Thursday only (while school was in session) to represent typical weekday traffic conditions.  
Traffic counts were conducted at the following locations: 

Three-Day Bi-Directional Machine Counts (October 1-3, 2019): 

• SR 56, East of CR 579/Morris Bridge Road 
• SR 56, West of CR 579/Morris Bridge Road 

2.4.2 DESIGN TRAFFIC CHARACTERISTICS  

The Existing Year (2019) Design Hour Volumes (DHVs) and Directional Design Hour Volumes (DDHVs) were 
derived from the existing Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT) volumes using the appropriate Design Hour 
Factor (K) and Directional Distribution Factor (D).  These factors provide the ratio of the AADT that occurs 
during the design hour for the design year and the proportion of traffic traveling in the peak direction, 
respectively, and represent the amount of traffic demand that a roadway is typically designed to 
accommodate.   

DESIGN HOUR FACTOR (K) 
Based on information obtained from FDOT’s Project Traffic Forecasting Handbook (2019), a Standard K-
Factor of 9.0 percent was used in development of the Existing Year (2019) traffic volumes for the study 
area.  This is the predominant K-Factor utilized in urbanized, transitioning to urbanized, and urban areas 
and represents a typical weekday peak hour. 

DIRECTIONAL DISTRIBUTION FACTOR (D) 
The D-Factor used in the analysis was derived by considering historical traffic data and existing measured 
traffic characteristics from traffic counts.  Portable traffic monitoring sites along US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 
41, SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, US 98/SR 35/SR 700, Crystal Springs Road/Central Avenue, and 
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Chancey Road [available from FDOT Florida Traffic Online (2018)] were used to determine the historical D 
values from 2009 to 2018 (as available).  The results from both methods were evaluated and a D-Factor 
of 57.0 percent was used in development of the existing DDHVs. 

TRUCK FACTOR (T) 
The Truck Factors (T) used in the analysis were derived by considering historical traffic data and existing 
measured traffic characteristics from recent traffic counts.  Portable traffic monitoring sites along US 
301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41, SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, US 98/SR 35/SR 700, Crystal Springs 
Road/Central Avenue, and Chancey Road [available from FDOT Florida Traffic Online (2018)] were used to 
determine the historical daily truck factors (T24) from 2009 to 2018 (as available).  As outlined in the FDOT 
Project Traffic Forecasting Handbook (2019) and based on the assumption that only half as many trucks 
travel on the roadway during the peak hour, the T-Factors were derived by dividing the daily truck factors 
by two.  The results were evaluated and the most conservative (highest) percentage of the two methods 
along the study area roadways was used in the traffic analysis.   

Detailed tables showing all factors derived using historical traffic data and existing measured traffic 
characteristics from recent traffic counts are provided in Appendix B.  A summary of the historic and 
measured traffic characteristics, including the design traffic factors, are provided in Table 2-2. 

2.4.3 EXISTING TRAFFIC VOLUMES 

The AADT volumes for the Existing Year (2019) were developed from the traffic counts using the Average 
Daily Traffic (ADT) volumes.  The ADT volumes were adjusted using the applicable weekly Seasonal Factor 
(SF) and Axle Correction Factor (applied only to the volume counts), as documented in FDOT’s Project 
Traffic Forecasting Handbook (2019) and provided in Appendix B.  All of the AADT volumes were rounded 
to the nearest figure based on American Association of State Highway Transportation Officials (AASHTO) 
standards.   

The DDHVs for the existing year were developed by applying the Standard K-Factor of 9.0 percent and D-
Factor to the AADT volumes.  An annual average growth rate was applied to the year 2018 counts as year 
2019 data is not available.  The Existing Year (2019) AADT and DDHVs are shown on Table 2-3.

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2.4.4  EXISTING CONDITIONS LEVEL OF SERVICE ANALYSIS 

Existing corridor Level of Service (LOS) was evaluated based on currently available FDOT 2012 Generalized 
Service Volume Tables as included in the FDOT 2013 Quality/LOS Handbook. 

The 2012 FDOT Generalized Service Volume Tables consist of the following area types:  

• Urbanized areas  
• Areas transitioning into urbanized/urban areas, or cities over 5,000 population not in urbanized 

areas  
• Rural undeveloped areas, or cities and developed areas less than 5,000 population  

The Census 2010 Urban Area Boundaries and Federal Functional Classification Map for Pasco County were 
utilized to classify the roadways within the study area as shown in Table 2-1. 

The 2012 FDOT Generalized Service Volume Tables include factors which can be used to adjust the 
maximum service volumes, as follows: 

• Exclusive left and right turn lane(s) 
• Median type 
• Number of lanes 

Most major roadways in Florida have exclusive left-turn lanes at major intersections except along those 
roadways with very low volumes.  If a left-turn lane is not present at a major intersection, the maximum 
service volume of the roadway should be reduced by 20-25 percent (depending upon the number of lanes) 
as indicated in the 2012 FDOT Generalized Service Volume Tables.  

A facilities inventory of major arterials and collector roadways within the study area was compiled from 
existing conditions.  The data compiled includes the number of lanes, functional classification, area type, 
LOS standard, maximum service volumes (MSVs), 2019 peak hour volumes and LOS, and is provided in 
Table 2-4. The LOS is determined using the Generalized Service Volume Tables, from FDOT’s 2013 
Quality/Level of Service Handbook.  It should be noted that the results shown in Table 2-4 are for general 
planning purposes only.

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2.5  CRASH ANALYSIS 

Crash data for the existing facilities within the study area were evaluated using the most recent five-year 
data provided by FDOT.  

A total of 177 crashes were reported from 2015 to 2019 within the study area.  Four out of nine fatal 
crashes involved pedestrians.  Approximately 90 percent of the fatal crashes occurred along US 301/Gall 
Boulevard/SR 41.  In terms of contributing causes, most pedestrian fatal crashes occurred during dark- 
lighting conditions due to lack of streetlights and no dedicated bicycle/pedestrian facilities along the US 
301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 corridor. As shown on Figure 2-3, rear-end crashes constituted approximately 
43 percent of total crashes; 11 percent of the crashes occurred during wet roadway conditions and 27 
percent of the crashes occurred under dark lighting or no lighting conditions.  

Based on the crash data, 45 crashes occurred at the US 301/Gall Boulevard/SR 41 and SR 39/Paul S. 
Buchman Highway intersection within the last five years.  At this intersection, the two-lane undivided 
north/south facilities intersect at an angle less than 45 degrees.  This skewed unsignalized intersection 
configuration creates significant traffic operational challenges.  Crash locations by year and severity are 
depicted on Figures 2-4 and 2-5, respectively.

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3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL CHARACTERISTICS 
Environmental data was compiled to identify natural resources within the study area.  The following 
sections document the existing and future land uses and natural resources within the study area. 

3.1 LAND USE 

Existing and future land use maps are generated by cities and counties to identify areas for development 
or redevelopment as well as conservation.  Typical land use and zoning categories include residential and 
commercial areas, industrial zones, recreational parks, schools, conservation areas, and other land 
development uses.  In addition to the existing and future land uses, the Southwest Florida Water 
Management District (SWFWMD) maintains the 2017 Florida Land Use, Cover, and Forms Classification 
System (FLUCFCS) Geographic Information System (GIS) data.  This FLUCFCS data is used to identify natural 
and developed areas within the water management district boundary utilizing numeric code and 
descriptions.  The existing and future land use data for the City of Zephyrhills as well as Pasco, Polk, and 
Hillsborough Counties along with the SWFWMD FLUCFCS data were reviewed to document the land use 
within the study area.  Descriptions of the land uses are presented in the following sections. 

3.1.1 EXISTING LAND USE 

The individual existing land use datasets for the City of Zephyrhills and Pasco, Polk and Hillsborough 
Counties were reviewed.  Provided below are the existing land use types for each governing entity within 
the study area: 

City of Zephyrhills - the study area consists of Planned Unit Development, Community Commercial, Light 
Industrial, Airport, Airport Related, Medium Residential, Office/Professional, and Recreational/ 
Conservation.  

Hillsborough County - the study area is comprised of Agricultural, Planned Development, Mining, and 
Single Family/Mobile Home. 

Pasco County - the study area consists of Agricultural District, Agricultural Residential, Neighborhood 
Commercial District, General Commercial District, Light Industrial, General Industrial, Planned Unit 
Development District, and Mobile Home District.  

Polk County - the study area has two zoning land uses:  Rural Residential and Urban Growth Area.   

As each political entity has its own land use dataset and definition of land use types, data from the 
SWFWMD was also examined and mapped to present a more cohesive picture of existing land use.  The 
SWFWMD Existing Land Use data indicates that the study area is composed of the following uses: 
residential, commercial, industrial, extractive (mining), recreational, agricultural, transportation, 
communications, and utilities.  Most of the study area is classified as agricultural, upland, and wetland 
land use types (see Figure 3-1).  Table 3-1 groups the FLUCFCS code and description by general land use 
category within the study area.

3.1.2 FUTURE LAND USE 

The future land use data for Pasco, Polk, and Hillsborough Counties and City of Zephyrhills was reviewed 
and is listed below as mapped by these entities for the study area:   

City of Zephyrhills - the study area consists of Mixed Use, Suburban Residential, Conservation/Wetlands, 
and Mobile Home/Recreational Vehicle.  

Hillsborough County - the study area is comprised of Agricultural, Agricultural Rural, Light Industrial, and 
Mining. 

Pasco County - the study area consists of Agricultural/Rural, Commercial, Conservation Lands, Industrial 
Light, Industrial Heavy, Major Attractors, Major Recreational/Open Space, Planned Development, and 
Residential-1.  

Polk County - the study is mapped as Institutional, Rural Development Area, and Urban Growth Areas. 

Due to the inconsistency of digitized future land use data and lack of GIS data available, future land use 
maps for the three counties and the city of Zephyrhills are provided in Appendix C.  

3.2 PUBLIC AND CONSERVATION LANDS 

According to the Florida Natural Areas Inventory (FNAI) Florida Conservation Lands GIS data (2019), there 
are three areas that are identified as public and/or conservation lands and two mitigation banks within 
the study area.  These lands are located on the northern, western, central, and southwestern portions of 
the study area.  Mitigation banks are classified as public lands/conservation areas for this study as they 
are required to have conservation easements recorded in the county property records identifying the 
State of Florida and/or federal government as the easement holders.  The public/conservation lands 
within the study area are shown on Figure 3-2 and listed in Table 3-2.

3.3 SOILS AND FARMLANDS 

The soils within the study area were defined using the National Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) 
Soil Survey Geographic Database (SSURGO) data and soil surveys for the counties within the study area.  
Multiple upland and wetland soil types occur, and the soil data assists in determining wetland and upland 
areas within the study area.  Figure 3-3 depicts the NRCS soils by hydrological groups within the study 
area.  Of the 23,309 acres located within the study area, there are 1,385.9 acres (5.9%) that are considered 
prime farmland.  These lands are generally to the southern end of the study area with a few small areas 
in the northeastern portion of the study area.  Figure 3-4 depicts the farmlands within the study area. 

3.4 WETLANDS 

Activities in, on, or over Waters of the Unites States (WOTUS), including wetlands, are regulated at the 
state and federal level.  Executive Order 11990, Protection of Wetlands, mandates that all federal agencies 
take action to minimize the destruction, loss, or degradation of wetlands, and preserve or enhance their 
natural value.  The United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) has jurisdictional authority over 
activities in WOTUS under the Clean Water Act of 1972, as amended.  In addition, §373.016 Florida 
Statutes (FS) requires the preservation of natural resources, such as wetlands and other surface waters, 
for fish and wildlife.  If activities in, on, or over wetlands or surface waters cannot be avoided by an activity, 
it is subject to the conditions set forth in Chapter 62-330 Florida Administrative Code (FAC).  The SWFWMD 
has the state jurisdictional authority over wetlands and surface waters within the study area.   

A preliminary assessment of wetlands and surface waters was conducted within the study area utilizing 
the 2017 SWFWMD FLUCFCS and United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) National Wetlands 
Inventory (NWI) GIS datasets.  The study area contains large forested wetland systems, composed of 
cypress and other hardwoods, such as bays, gums, and maples.  Smaller wetland systems are composed 
of herbaceous communities of submerged and emergent wetland vegetation.  It is anticipated that these 
wetlands are medium to high quality as they form large intact wetland systems that are hydrologically 
connected throughout the study area.  Some wetland areas have an extra layer of protection as 
conservation lands.  The SWFWMD wetlands within the study area are presented in Figure 3-5.

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3.5 PROTECTED SPECIES 

Protected species refer to plant and animal species that are protected by law, regulation, or rule.  The 
protected species and habitat discussed below include those listed under Section 7 of the Endangered 
Species Act (ESA) of 1973, as amended (16 U.S.C. §1536); critical habitat as defined in the ESA (16 USC 
§1532); Chapter 68A-27, FAC, Florida Endangered and Threatened Species List; and Chapter 5B-40, FAC, 
Regulated Plant Index.  For federally-protected species, the USFWS North Florida Ecological Services Office 
has jurisdiction over the species within Pasco and Hillsborough Counties and the USFWS South Florida 
Ecological Services Office has jurisdiction over the species within Polk County.  For state-protected species, 
the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) oversees protection of animals and the 
Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (FDACS) oversees the protection of native 
plants.

Based on the data review, there are federally- and state-protected species that have the potential to occur 
within the study area.  Additionally, the study area is located completely within the USFWS consultation 
area for the Florida scrub-jay and partially within USFWS consultation areas for the crested caracara, 
Florida grasshopper sparrow and sand skink.  The study area also contains USFWS designated critical 
habitat for sand skink within Polk County.  The protected species within the region and potential 
occurrence within the study area are listed in Table 3-3 and shown on Figure 3-2.  Protected species that 
require marine habitats, such as sea turtles, were not included in Table 3-3 due to the lack of habitat 
present within the study area; it is anticipated the proposed project will have “no effect” on these species.

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According to the FWC Bald Nest Locator, one bald eagle nest is located within the southwestern portion 
of the study area and three nests are located two miles outside of the study area.  According to the FWC 
Wading Bird Rookery locator, two historical rookeries were identified within the western portion of the 
study area.  In addition, the study area is within six wood stork nesting colony core foraging areas.  Given 
the undeveloped nature of the study area, and species occurrence data, it is anticipated that multiple 
federally- and state-protected species may occur within the study area.  The FWC 1992-1993 Scrub Jay 
Occurrence Data indicates that the southern central portion of the study area has one documented 
occurrence of the federally-protected Florida scrub-jay (Figure 3-2).  The upland areas within the study 
area have the potential to contain habitat suitable for the federally-protected Florida scrub-jay and sand 
skink and the state-protected gopher tortoise, pine snake, short-tailed snake, southeastern American 
kestrel, and burrowing owl.  Wetlands contain suitable habitat for the federally-protected crested 
caracara and wood stork along with numerous state-protected wading birds and the American alligator.  
In addition, the diversity of the wetland and upland habitats increases the likelihood of federally-
protected plants and the eastern indigo snake occurring within study area. 

3.6 DRAINAGE 

The study area is within the following watersheds: Upper Hillsborough River, Blackwater Creek, and Gator 
Creek.  There are two existing floodways: the Hillsborough River between US 301/SR 41 and SR 39/Paul S. 
Buchman Highway in Pasco County and Fox Branch in Polk County.  The floodplain is Zone AE (elevations 
determined) along the Hillsborough River and Fox Branch.  Zone A (elevations not determined) throughout 
the study area are outside of the Zone AE areas.  Reference is made to Federal Emergency Management 
Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) panels 12101C (from September 26, 2014) and 
12105C0130G (December 22, 2016).  SWFWMD Watershed models are available for the Hillsborough 
River and Blackwater Creek.     

Residential flooding is known to occur along Jerry Road west of SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway.  Pasco 
County is currently conducting a flooding investigation study to determine improvement alternatives.   

The Hillsborough River is an Outstanding Florida Water (OFW).  The following Florida Department of 
Environmental Protection (FDEP) water body identification numbers (WBIDs) are within the study area:

Portions of the study area are impaired for nutrients.  There is a 2009 Basin Management Action Plan 
(BMAP) for the Hillsborough River regarding fecal coliform.  The FDOT stakeholder commitment is public 
education and outreach.  
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4.0 SOCIOCULTURAL CHARACTERISTICS 
4.1 DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE 

The study area demographics were examined using 2013-2017 Five-Year American Community Survey 
data.  The study area falls within Hillsborough, Pasco, and Polk Counties within the western peninsular of 
Florida.  The majority of the study area is within Pasco County; the southwest and eastern portions of the 
study area are located within Hillsborough County and Polk County, respectively.  Overall, the area is rural 
in nature and has lower population densities compared to other areas of the three counties.   

The study area has a higher population percentage of white residents and generally equal or lower 
population percentages of minority residents than Hillsborough, Pasco, and Polk Counties.  Race and 
ethnicity information for the population within the study area is provided in Table 4-1 and shown on 
Figure 4-1.  

The study area generally has lower population percentages of residents under the age of 18 and between 
the ages of 18 and 64 when compared to the three counties.  The study area has a higher population 
percentage of residents age 65 and older.  Of particular note are three United States Census Block Groups 
containing percentages of residents that are age 65 and over that are above 50 percent.  Two of the United 
States Census Block Groups are located in the Crystal Springs area, and one is located on the eastern end 
of the study area adjacent to US 98/SR 35/SR 700.  Age information for the population within the study 
area is provided on Figure 4.2.  The percentage of households with income under the poverty rate is 10.6 
percent, which is lower than that of Hillsborough (14.7%), Pasco (13.3%) and Polk Counties (15.4%).  Three 
United States Census Block Groups have poverty rates just below 20 percent; all are located within the 
eastern and northern portions of the study area between Crystal Springs and Zephyrhills (see Figure 4.3).  
The study area also has a lower percentage of households receiving public assistance than the three 
counties.  See Figure 4.4 and Table 4.2 for more information.

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4.2 COMMUNITY RESOURCES 

Community resources were examined based on data from the Florida Geographic Data Library and the 
Environmental Screening Tool (EST).  The study area is generally rural in nature and does not feature a 
high concentration of community features.  The western end of the project area around Crystal Springs 
contains a small concentration of resources.  This area features two religious centers (Calvary Pentecostal 
Mission and First Baptist Church), both of which are located on Central Avenue in Crystal Springs; the 
Crystal Springs Post Office; one fire station (Pasco County Fire Department and Rescue Station); one 
community center (Crystal Springs Community Hall); one laser facility (Crystal Springs Veterinary Clinic); 
and one mobile home park.  Most of these features are directly adjacent to SR 39/Paul S. Buchman 
Highway.   

The eastern end of the study area also contains one religious center (Lakeland Acres Baptist Church) and 
two mobile home parks (EJ’s Country Park and Ponderosa Estates) in close proximity to US 98/SR 35/SR 
700.  The northern end of the study area includes one park and recreation facility (Samuel W. Pasco 
Recreation Complex) and one health care facility (Community Care Family Practice) along Chancey Road.  
Along CR 54, there are three mobile home parks (Forest Lake Estates, Forest Lake Village, and Chantel 
Park), two religious centers (Mt. Calvary Missionary Baptist and Branchborough Assembly of God), and 
one cemetery (Lumberton Cemetery).  See Figure 4.5 for more information.

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4.3 HISTORIC AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESOURCES 

The EST GIS analysis, summarized in the Preliminary Environmental Discussion section of the ETDM 
Planning Screen Summary Report prepared for the project, identified 38 archaeological/historic sites, 21 
historic structures, two historic bridges, and two resource groups within the study area.  Of the 38 
identified archaeological/historic sites, 33 have been determined ineligible for listing in the National 
Register of Historic Places (NRHP) by the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), and three have not 
been evaluated by the SHPO.  Two sites are in Hillsborough County and have been determined potentially 
eligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO.  The 21 identified historic structures are frame vernacular or 
masonry vernacular style buildings mostly located in the community of Crystal Springs and are primarily 
concentrated to the west of SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway between Fig Street and County Line Road.  
Construction dates range from 1913 to 1949.  Most of the buildings have not been evaluated for NRHP 
eligibility by the SHPO.  There does not appear to be a potential NRHP-eligible historic district that would 
include these buildings.  

The two identified previously recorded bridges within the study area include Crystal Springs Road Bridge 
and the FDOT Bridge on SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway.  Crystal Springs Road Bridge [Bridge No. 144002 
(8PA00637)] was constructed in 1928 to carry Crystal Springs Road over the Hillsborough River.  This 
structure has been determined NRHP-eligible by the SHPO as a good example of a barrel arch bridge 
attributed to the Luten Bridge Company of York, Pennsylvania.  Based on Google Earth street view, the 
FDOT Bridge which once carried SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway over the Hillsborough River is no longer 
extant and has been replaced by a new bridge in 2010. 

The two identified resource groups within the analysis area include the Richloam Railroad and 3160 US 
301 Resource Group (8PA02838).  The Richloam Railroad is to the east of SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway 
and has been determined by the SHPO to possess insufficient information for a determination of NRHP 
eligibility.  The railroad was constructed between 1885 and 1888 by the Florida Railway & Navigation 
Company and is now owned by CSX Transportation.  The 3160 US 301 Resource Group is a building 
complex that consists of two previously identified historic structures.  The complex was a dairy farm from 
ca. 1959 up until 2006.  Although the resource group boundary is within the study area, the individual 
buildings within the grouping are not within the study area.  Both buildings have been determined 
individually NRHP-ineligible by the SHPO.  Since the resource group does not possess any known 
significant historic associations and the buildings that comprise the grouping are common, the SHPO 
determined it was ineligible for listing in the NRHP.  Figure 4.6 shows the historic and archaeological 
resources within the study area.   

There have been 18 previous cultural resource surveys conducted within the study area, but none specific 
to this project.  These surveys were conducted between 1979 and 2017.  Five of the surveys were 
completed for segments of US 301/SR 41, SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway, or SR 54.  Florida Master Site 
File (FMSF) Survey Numbers 252 and 1905 were conducted for the proposed Upper Hillsborough Flood 
Detention Area in Pasco and Polk Counties.  FMSF Survey Number 11798 was a historic resources survey 
for East Pasco County.  The remaining 10 surveys are related to telecommunication towers, pipelines, 
substations, transmission lines, mines, mitigation banks, or private developments.

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4.4 PHYSICAL INFRASTRUCTURE AND UTILITIES 

Physical infrastructure and utilities were examined based on data from the Florida Geographic Data 
Library, the EST, and a desktop Google Earth analysis.  Physical infrastructure features are concentrated 
at the western and eastern ends of the study area.  There are a number of limited use drinking water wells 
and United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) water monitoring stations concentrated 
around the Crystal Springs area along SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway.  SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway 
parallels an active rail line and features numerous crossings between Zephyrhills and the south end of the 
study area.  In the south-central portion of the study area, a number of power plants and USACE dams are 
concentrated east of SR 39/Paul S. Buchman Highway.  Limited use drinking water wells and wastewater 
treatment facilities are concentrated around the eastern end of the study area in the north of the Socrum 
community, west and south of US 98/SR 35/SR 700.  The CR 54 corridor in the northern section of the 
study area features a railroad crossing; a concentration of USEPA water quality monitoring stations; and 
electrical transmission power lines, which are also classified as Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) 
obstructions.  Figure 4.7 provides physical infrastructure resources within the study area.

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4.5 CONTAMINATION 

As a generally rural area, the central portion of the study area features few potential sources of 
contamination.  Potential sources of contamination are concentrated on the edges of the study area, 
including within the Crystal Springs community, around US 98/SR 35/SR 700 and the Chancey Road area 
in the City of Zephyrhills.  The Crystal Springs area includes a concentration of Florida Department of 
Health (FDOH) onsite sewage facilities, several FDEP storage tank contamination monitoring sites, FDEP 
petroleum contamination monitoring sites, FDEP hazardous waste sites, State Underground Petroleum 
Environmental Response (SUPER) Act wells, and hazardous waste facilities.  The area around US 98/SR 
35/SR 700 also features a number of potential contamination sites, including a concentration of FDOH 
onsite sewage facilities and SUPER Act wells, several FDEP wastewater facilities, and FDEP petroleum 
contamination monitoring sites.  The corridor along Chancey Road in the northern part of the study area 
features a smaller concentration of potential contamination sites, including several FDOH onsite sewage 
facilities and a FDEP storage tank contamination monitoring site.  Figure 4.8 shows potential sources of 
contamination risk within the study area.  

4.6 PLANNING CONSISTENCY 

The extension of SR 56 from US 301/SR 41 to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 is identified as a cost affordable project 
in Mobility 2045, the Pasco County MPO’s 2045 LRTP.  A PD&E Study to evaluate the extension of SR 56 
from US 301/SR 41 to US 98/SR 35/SR 700 is listed in Table 1: Combined Roadway Capacity, Intersection, 
and ITS Projects of the Pasco County MPO’s FY 2019/2020 – FY 2023/2024 Transportation Improvement 
Program (TIP).  The project is also listed in the current FDOT State Transportation Improvement Program 
(STIP) and included in the FY 2020 – FY 2025 FDOT 5-Year Work Program.  Mobility 2045, the Pasco County 
2045 LRTP, includes the extension of SR 56 as a 4-lane roadway from US 301/SR 41 to SR 39/Paul S. 
Buchman Highway in Table 4-1: Roadway Project Cost and Revenues (2019 – 2045) with a total of 
$116,595,417 allocated ($7,903,525 for PD&E/Design in 2025, $46,797,898 for Right of Way in 2031 – 
2035, and $61,893,994 for Construction in 2036 – 2045).  The study area includes ongoing planning efforts 
in the form of the Airport Industrial Corridor Master Plan centered on the eastern part of the City of 
Zephyrhills and the Chancey Road corridor.  The SR 56 extension team will continue coordination and 
contact with the Airport Industrial Corridor Master Plan team to ensure consistency in planning efforts.

INTELLIGENT TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM (ITS) / ADVANCED TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (ATMS) 

 
Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) or Advanced Traffic Management System (ATMS) type projects were developed through efforts in 
coordination with FDOT and Pasco County Engineering Services/Traffic Operations and TAC/CMP Committee members. The projects 
under ATMS provide for automated traffic signal use through the installation of cameras at key signalized intersection locations and the 
addition of demand responsive signal timing controllers that automatically adjust timing based on time of day and traffic demands. The 
system is tied into existing and/or planned systems and includes highways both on and off of the State Highway System. The system is 
housed at the County’s Traffic Operations Center located at the West Pasco Government Center in New Port Richey. ATMS is a technology 
used primarily to improve the  flow of vehicle traffic and improve safety. Real-time traffic data from cameras, speed sensors, etc. flows into 
a Transportation Management Center (TMC) where it is integrated and processed (e.g. for incident detection), and may result in actions taken 
(e.g. traffic routing, Dynamic  Message Signing (DMS)) with the goal of optimizing or improving traffic flows.

2.3.2  Continuous Classification Counts 

FDOT has approximately 236 permanently installed continuous classification counters. The TDA 

Office collects classification data based on the classification of the vehicle according to FHWA 

Vehicle Classification Scheme F. (See Figure 2-2). Truck traffic data is collected through vehicle 

classification counts, which may be either part of FDOT's Vehicle Classification Reporting 

Program or a special Vehicle Classification study. There are currently 13 vehicle classification 

types ranging from motorcycles (Class 1) to Multi-Trailer 7 or more-axle Trucks (Class 13). In 

addition, TDA has a WIM count program which collects vehicle classification and truck weights.

2.3.3  Short-Term Seasonal Classification Counts 

FDOT has approximately 3,100 locations where short-term seasonal classification counts are 

performed. These Short-term Traffic Monitoring Sites (Short-term TMSs) are automatic traffic 

recorders that are temporarily placed at specific locations throughout the state to record the 

distribution and variation of traffic flow. Toll data is also collected to supplement volume counts.
