The war
against Cromwell’s New Model Army dragged on until
1646 by which time Oxford was besieged with Charles
escaping dressed as a servant. Charles joined the Scottish
Presbyterian army but nine months later was handed over
to the English Parliament after a payment of £100,000 was
made. Negotiations between King and Parliament began
but descended into intrigue as Charles made a secret
deal with the Scots who invaded England in 1648 starting
the Second Civil War. Once again Cromwell’s New Model
Army prevailed with Charles fleeing to Carisbrooke Castle
on the Isle of Wight. Further negotiations collapsed into
disarray with Parliament reducing itself to the so called
Rump Parliament which eventually resulted in the trial and
