The plant Murbeckiella sousae is endemic to the Sierras de Louza, Marao and Freita, northern
Portugal (Mediterranean region). This species grows in cracks in siliceous rocks in altitude
between 280 and 1,450 m. It grows in the habitat (8220) "Siliceous rocky slopes with
chasmophytic vegetation". The IUCN European Red List classifies the species as Near

Threatened (NT).

The conservation status is "Unknown" as Portugal reported "Unknown" for three parameter
and their trends; only range is considered "Favourable" and stable. The previous conservation

status was considered "Unfavourable Bad".

The species is threatened mostly by grazing, fires, quarries, the construction of communication
networks, and mountaineering activities; potentially also by building of wind farms.

Changes in overall conservation status between 2001-06 and 2007-12 report are mostly
caused by different methodical approach rather than real change in conservation status.
