Sac Fungi

The current list has been has assembled using a
previous list compiled by Mark Conboy in 2012
and a list provided by Richard Aaron in 2019.
Richard Aaron, a naturalist and educator from
Toronto, who has been running the Fabulous
Fall Fungi workshop at QUBS between 2009
and 2019. Dr. Ivy Schoepf, QUBS Research
Coordinator, amended and edited the list in
2020 to include full taxonomy and information
regarding species’ status using resources from
The Natural Heritage Information Centre (April
2018) and The IUCN Red List of Threatened
Species (February 2018); iNaturalist and GBIF.
Contact lvy to report any errors, omissions
and/or new sightings.

Based on the aforementioned criteria we can
expect to find a total of 106 species of sac fungi
(kingdom: Fungi, phylum: Ascomycota) present
at QUBS. Species are reported using their full
taxonomy; common name and status, based on
whether the species is of global or provincial
concern (see Table 1 for details). All species are
considered QUBS residents unless otherwise
stated.
