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In Tribute
Dr. Robert D. Buchanan, who provided the 
naming gift for the University of Maine 
Buchanan Alumni House, passed away 
August 11, 2021, in Pueblo, Colorado, his 
home for the past 16 years. He was 99.
He attended the University of Maine as a 
zoology major and was a proud member 
of the Class of 1944. He graduated from 
Tufts University School of Dental Medicine 
in 1946.
In May 2002, Buchanan Alumni House was 
dedicated in his name. One of the most 
impressive and recognizable buildings 
on the UMaine campus in Orono, it was 
built entirely with funds raised by the 
University of Maine Foundation and 
the UMaine Alumni Association. The 
UMaine Foundation and UMaine Alumni 
Association plan to honor Dr. Buchanan 
in May as part of the 20th anniversary 
celebration of Buchanan Alumni House.

This fiscal year has been extraordinary in so many ways. 

Together, we have raised over $30 million this year to bolster excellence at the 
University of Maine, despite the worldwide challenges presented by the pandemic. In 
October 2020, the Harold Alfond Foundation announced a transformational $240 million grant to 
the University of Maine System. The grant includes a matching challenge to raise an additional 
$170 million in other external funding through research grants, public funding and philanthropy.  
A more detailed description of the four UMS TRANSFORMS initiatives is included on pages 6-9. 
UMaine has much of the responsibility for leading the projects. The University of Maine 
Foundation is spearheading UMaine’s philanthropy efforts in helping to meet the $170 million 
challenge. 

Additionally, we are working to complete phase I of a previous Harold Alfond Foundation 
challenge to benefit the University of Maine Graduate and Professional Center. As of June 1, 2021, 
we have raised with our partners, the University of Southern Maine Foundation and the University 
of Maine Law School Foundation, over $4.4 million of the $7.5 million needed to meet the 
challenge. Completing this challenge will allow fundraising for phase II to advance as part of the 
UMS TRANSFORMS initiatives.

Other highlights of this year include:

•	 The preliminary investment return for the year ended June 30, 2021 reported by our 
investment firm, Prime Buchholz, is 32.6%—an all-time record high

•	 Record high numbers of giving society members

•	 Record high endowment total

•	 The Ferland Engineering Education and Design Center construction project is hitting all of 
its milestones for a 2022 grand opening and dedication.

For those who do not frequently travel to Orono to attend events and meetings, we will continue 
to “bring you in” through the many advances in technology we have added recently. It has been a 
pleasure to reconnect with so many of you over the past few months. Additionally, we are back on 
the road and looking forward to seeing you soon.

We also 
offered it to second-year students who missed so much of their 
in-person learning last year due to the pandemic.

This initiative is a student success and retention model that will be 
scaled to other UMS universities. Learn more about this and other 
projects as part of UMS TRANSFORMS on pages 6-9.

We are innovating solutions, growing partnerships and focusing 
on best practices and outcomes of learning. Throughout the pandemic, UMaine not only responded 
to critical needs in Maine, but also continued its research to benefit the state and beyond.

In October 2020 the Harold Alfond Foundation announced a historic investment in Maine and its 
people which included a $240 million grant commitment to the University of Maine System to 
bring transformative change to the state’s largest educational, research, innovation and talent 
development asset.

The athletics footprint will be equipped to host high school 
championships, youth club sports, and other regional events as UMaine strives to be a premier destination in 
Maine for youth activities and statewide gatherings.

The initiative leaders will be working with campus committees and convening statewide discussions on how the 
new athletic facilities at UMaine can be used to support other UMS universities, high school athletics, persons 
with disabilities, athletes of all ages, and other communities that may want to utilize these new facilities.

• $55 million Harold Alfond Foundation support
• $50 million challenge funds to be raised

The investment in this area will include comprehensive career and leadership preparation to support scholarships, 
integrated program development across business, law, and policy and engineering, computing and information 
sciences with a state-of-the-art building to host Maine Center programs and Maine Law.

The new building will be physically located on the University of Southern Maine’s Portland campus, and will 
provide a technological conduit to students and communities throughout the state.
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The Maine Center delivers integration and innovation: Professionals and business leaders must work with teams 
and across disciplines to advance projects and pursue opportunities.  Graduate and professional education must 
deliver the same integration to meet the needs of employers and serve students seeking to upgrade their skills 
and opportunities for career and leadership development.

The Maine Center brings us together: A vibrant, growing Maine economy needs a critical mass of leaders who 
are connected, highly prepared, and focused on the knowledge economy. The Maine Center is helping build a 
dynamic education and workforce development community in the state through innovation and experiential 
learning delivered through clinics, practicums and internships. The result is stronger ties across the globe to any 
place where workers who are pursuing opportunities with Maine-based projects, our employers, and 

educational institutions reside.

Before the announcement of UMS Transforms, phase I of the Campaign for the University of Maine Graduate & 
Professional Center was well underway and is expected to be completed soon.

Finishing Phase I: The Campaign for the University of Maine Graduate and Professional Center

• $7.5 million Harold Alfond Foundation support
• $7.5 million challenge funds to be raised

In March 2020 the public phase of the campaign was announced with a lead gift from University of Southern 
Maine alums Bobby Monks and Bonnie Porta. A $1 million USDA distance learning and telemedicine grant to the 
University of Maine System was developed in partnership with each of the universities, Maine Law, the Maine 
Center, and Northern Light Health to expand rural access to undergraduate and graduate education and health 
care across 11 rural Maine counties.

Coupled with support from a new U.S. Department of Agriculture grant, this gift propels the campaign into the 
final phase of a $7.5 million challenge grant from the Harold Alfond Foundation. This phase I campaign must be 
completed in order to move into the phase II $55 million campaign which is part of the UMS TRANSFORMS 
initiatives.

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Successful Fundraising Campaign  
for the Zillman Art Museum Results in Naming and Expansion

The Linda G. and Donald N. Zillman Art 
Museum-University of Maine (ZAM)
celebrated the opening of its five new 
galleries with a Ribbon Cutting 
Ceremony on September 9, 2021. The 
new exhibition spaces, located on the 
second floor of 40 Harlow Street, 
increase the Museum’s exhibition spaces 
by 42%. 

The expansion project was made 
possible by a $1.3 million lead gift from 
Don and Linda Zillman, who are long-
standing benefactors of the Museum. 
Additional gifts and pledges totaling 
over $300,000 were provided by 
individuals and foundations including the 
Stephen and Tabitha King Foundation, 

Bangor Savings Bank Foundation, and the A.R. and Marylouise Tandy Foundation. 

The new galleries greatly enhance the visitor experience and offer more spaces to showcase works from ZAM's 
contemporary collection as well as mount additional exhibitions of nationally significant contemporary artists. 

In conjunction with the opening of the new galleries, the Museum is presenting nine new exhibitions featuring 
works from artists from throughout the U.S. and abroad, including San Francisco, Los Angeles, Boston, Miami, 
and the Czech Republic.

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Ellsworth native Maria Wagenknecht has always had a 
special place in her heart for animals. She even has a 
specific memory from early childhood of wandering 
around her yard on the hunt for rabbits in the tall  
grass or cardinals in the tree branches. She would try  
to catch salamanders and search for snakes while other 
kids might have been playing video games or  
watching TV.

Now, Wagenknecht has set her sights on a new goal 
when it comes to animals: veterinary science. Farm 
animals, reptiles, and birds are the three areas of the 
animal kingdom which particularly interest 
Wagenknecht at this moment. “The more I learn 
through my college years about these types of animals, 
the more I fall in love with veterinary science,” said 
Wagenknecht, whose career ambition is to open a 
large animal clinic in Maine. 

When it was time for Wagenknecht to apply to colleges, the University of Maine was the clear choice. She did 
not, however, know what a college career could look like. “The anxiousness for the next four years was because 
I did not know what to expect once I got into college,” said Wagenknecht. As a first-generation college student, 
she did not have family experience to rely on, but she did have the advantage of being close to home while 
starting out at UMaine. 

As one of her many current forms of employment, Wagenknecht is a peer tutor for other first-generation college 
students in the College of Natural Sciences, Forestry, and Agriculture. “One piece of advice I would give to a 
first-generation student who is starting to apply to schools is to not get distraught. College is enjoyable if you 
make decisions you want to make, so apply to schools you like,” said Wagenknecht.

In the 2020-21 academic year, Wagenknecht was a recipient of the Estelle Phillips Springer Scholarship Fund, 
which was established in 2006 by Estelle’s sister, Margaret G. Phillips. As Margaret and her sister Estelle were 
Ellsworth natives, the fund is set up to be awarded to graduates of Ellsworth High School, where Margaret also 
taught for many years. “This scholarship has played a key role in achieving my education dreams,” said 
Wagenknecht, who hopes she may pay it forward to another student someday.

“I think paying it forward is a very important thing to do because it allows for 
someone after me to get the education they need. 
College costs are difficult and can prevent some 
people from going, so by paying it forward and 
helping kids with college one day I may be able to 
give someone the help that I am getting now.”

In addition to the support Wagenknecht received from her 
scholarship, she is also keeping three jobs while taking classes. “I 
work at the deli at the Hannaford supermarket in Bucksport, I am a 
peer mentor in NSFA, and I also clean barns for a friend’s mother,” 
says Wagenknecht. This robust work ethic will follow her into the 
next step in her career path as well—veterinary school. At this point, 
she is choosing between a program in Scotland or one in the US. “I 
think Scotland would be my first choice. I really like the idea of being 
immersed in a different culture, and I would be certified in the US 
and the UK, so I could work in those areas if I choose at a later time,” 
said Wagenknecht.

Ways of Giving
Cash
Gifts of cash to the Foundation can maximize your 
charitable deduction and deliver immediate benefits  
to the University of Maine. Many donors choose to 
make their cash gifts with a credit card, check or wire 
transfer. We invite donors to consider our secure  
online giving site, umainefoundation.org/give.

Payroll Deduction
UMaine employees may make a gift through payroll 
deduction. Contact the University of Maine Foundation 
for a payroll deduction form or download the form, 
umainefoundation.org/employeegiving.

Bequests
A provision for the University of Maine Foundation in 
your will or trust allows for a substantial contribution 
without diminishing assets during your lifetime. Donors 
who let us know about plans for bequests or deferred 
gifts are eligible for membership in the Charles F. Allen 
Legacy Society. We can work with you to prepare a 
fund description that will describe how the fund will 
be administered and reflect special conditions you wish  
to be included. 

Appreciated Securities
A gift of long-term appreciated securities often has  
at least two advantages: it can provide an income  
tax deduction equal to the fair market value of the 
securities and may reduce capital gains tax. It is 
possible to make a gift using shares of mutual  
funds, but such gifts typically require more  
advanced planning, as the transfers take longer.

Real and Tangible  
Personal Propertyt
A residence, forestland, or other real estate property 
may be given to the Foundation as an outright gift,  
or you may prefer to donate your property to the 
Foundation and retain the right to occupy the property 
for life. Treasures like valuable antiques, stamp and 
coin collections, works of art, and other personal 
property may also be acceptable charitable gifts.

Life Insurance
You may make a gift of life insurance in support  
of the University of Maine or one of its fundraising 
partners by naming the Foundation as owner and 
irrevocable beneficiary of a policy. The gift may be  
a paid policy, an existing policy with cash value or  
a new policy. 

Retirement Plans
You can name the Foundation as a beneficiary of your 
retirement plan or tax-sheltered annuity through your 
plan administrator or explore taking advantage of a 
qualified charitable distribution from an IRA to  
save taxes.

Charitable Trusts
There are a variety of ways to create trusts that benefit 
you and your loved ones as well as UMaine. Choosing 
the right trust or other planned giving vehicle depends 
on your age, assets and many other factors. Our 
experienced staff can help you.

Charitable Gift Annuity
Through a simple contract, you agree to donate cash, 
stocks, or other assets to the University of Maine  
Foundation. In return, you and someone else, if you 
choose, receive a fixed amount each year for the rest  
of your lives. The remainder is endowed to support the 
University of Maine. 

Donor-Advised Funds
Donor-advised funds help donors to be actively 
involved in the granting process to UMaine and other 
charities. Funds are managed and administered by the 
Foundation, but the donor advises the Foundation 
about preferences regarding grant recipients and grant 
amounts. Donor-advised funds receive the maximum 
tax benefits, and the donor is not responsible for the 
tax filings.

The type of gift that is best for you depends on many factors, including your age, health, family and 
employment situation, assets, and lifestyle choices. Many companies will match your gift, maximizing the 
impact of your personal philanthropy.



Increasing the Impact  
of Your Gift to UMaine 
Honorary/Memorial Gifts 
You can make a gift to the Foundation supporting any  
area of the University of Maine in memory or honor of a  
professor, coach, student, relative, or friend. Honorary and 
memorial gifts are a special way to celebrate a birthday or 
anniversary or the graduation of a child, grandchild, or other 
loved one. Memorial gifts are a thoughtful way to recognize 
a person’s influence and accomplishments while advancing 
the mission of the University of Maine and helping the 
students we serve. When you make an honorary or  
memorial gift, we will (if requested) notify the honoree  
or next of kin and will administer the gift as you direct. 

Corporate Partnerships 
Companies large and small are choosing to partner with  
the University of Maine in ways that are mutually beneficial. 
Corporate partnerships can involve internships and assistance 
with recruitment. The naming of laboratories and other 
facilities brings visibility for the company and also provides an 
important source of funding for equipment, scholarships, 
student travel, and other needs.

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Spending Policy
In managing the General Endowment, the University of Maine Foundation keeps 
two primary goals in mind: providing a significant and stable flow of funds to 
support the purpose of the endowed fund, and maintaining the long-term 
purchasing power of our donors’ endowed funds. The Foundation’s spending policy 
is designed to be in accordance with the Uniform Prudent Management of Institutional 
Funds Act (UPMIFA). UPMIFA requires us to ensure the duration and preservation of  
the endowment fund by appropriating a prudent amount for expenditure from  
endowment funds within the restrictions of any gift agreements. The net return of the 
General Endowment for the year ended June 30, 2021 was a record high of 32.6%.

Because long-term growth of Foundation  
endowments is essential to providing stable and 
meaningful distributions over time, the target  
spending amount will be 3.25% of the market  
value of an endowment.

In addition to the general endowment spending rate, 
an administrative fee of 1.25% is charged to the 
General Endowment Fund to support the operations 
of the Foundation.

Annual spending is calculated by applying the  
percentage to the trailing 12 quarter average  
market unit value of the General Endowment as  
of September 30 of each year.

The accompanying endowment funds list in this  
year’s annual report also includes endowments at  
the University of Maine System, the University of 
Maine Pulp and Paper Foundation, and the  
Maine 4-H Foundation, which support the University 
of Maine.
