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PREFACE

A scientific friend learning of my enthusiasm for mycology promptly

issued a quo warranto. A sufficient answer is that my special calling in the

field of medicine is in reality allied today in one way or another with practically

all the sciences, except astronomy where a divorce went into effect when

astrology was laid upon her deatli-bed. It is one of the chief glories of

medicine that she, herself, has for generations been the open sesame to all

the natural sciences. In mycology, however, I confess that medical investigators

in this country are but a handful, including such honored names as Ezra

Michener of Kennett Square, Pennsylvania, William Herbst of Trexlertown,

Pennsj-lvania, Jacob R. Weist of Kichmond, Indiana, C. E. Fairman of

Lj-ndonville, New York, George Fischer of Detroit, Michigan, and greatest

of all, W. G. Farlow of Cambridge, Massachusetts, who, however, never

practiced. By curious contrast, a larger number of the clergy have labored

in this as in so many other fields of science ; among the outstanding names at

home and abroad in mycology are M. J. Berkeley, John Stevenson, Canon

Du Port, J. C. Schaeffer, F. Theissen, J. Eick, C. Torrend, G. Bresadola,

L. D. de Schweinitz, M. A. Curtis, Adalbert Ricken, and E. M. Fries. My
interest in mycology is furthermore a graft onto a dilettante interest in the

phanerogams, beginning in 1876 with my classmate, Dr. J. P. Crozier Griffith

at Upland, near old Chester, Pennsylvania, and continuing under the friendly

supervision of that veteran, the late James T. Eothrock. While at the

Academy of Natural Sciences of Philadelphia, I came into close touch with

John H. Redfield and Thomas Meehan in botany, as well as Joseph Leidy,

my teacher, at a time when my greatest interest lay in the field of herpetology,

—

an interest fostered by Edward D. Cope whom I came to know intimately in

his home. W. S. W. Euschenberger was then president and George Tryou

was busy with his vast shell collection and numerous associated publications.

I well recall in 1879 our youthful enthusiasm over John Ryder's discovery

of a new pauropus in Fairmount Park and the impression made upon us by

Leidy's remark that he would rather have found that pauropus than a gold

mine. Henry Chapman and Andrew Parker were then Joseph Leidy's

promising pupils, and Spencer Trotter, one of our juvenile group, was deep
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in ornithology. Nor must I omit my dear versatile friend, Harrison Allen.

Later years and my expansion into the field of mycology have brought happy

fruitful friendships also with Cornelius L. Shear of the United States

Agricultural Department, Washington, D. C, Mrs. Flora W. Patterson, Miss

Vera K. Charles, C. G. Lloyd, Wm. G. Farlow, W. A. Murrill, H. C. Kaufman,

Charles Mcllvaine, H. C. Beardslee, Miss Gertrude Burlingham, Homer D.

House, Simon Davis, John K. Small, A. H. E. BuUer. My reply, therefore,

to the quo warranto is the citation of the unalloyed joys springing from these

personal associations, not to mention the many excursions out into the fields

—

so infinitely superior to golf and baseball and other distractions over which

my fellow mortals squander so much of the precious time of their brief

mundane allotment ;
greatest of all is the undeflnable attraction of the branch

itself so replete with wonderful forms—all modifications of one fundamental

idea—and exquisite color more thrilling I think than that of any of the

phanerogams.

The amateur who first comes into mycology, like myself, at once demands

a book with pictures and perhaps falls in with Krieger's article in the National

Geographic Magazine for May, 1920, or discovers Nina Marshall's remarkably

clever presentation, aided, J believe, by L. M. Underwood, as well as by Miss

H. C. Anderson of Lambertville, New Jersey, who furnished the admirable

colored photographs. With a growing interest, he next rejoices in a copy of

Mcllvaine's and Macadam's " One Thousand American Fungi," which did

so much to popularize the subject under the stimulating guidance of the

doughty captain and for which Charles H. Peck, ever generous and lavish

with his time, is in large measure responsible. Then M. E. Hard's book now

becoming scarce turns up with its fine illustrations, often reflecting W. A.

Kellerman's and Peck's judgments as to species and in many ways an excellent

guide; George F. Atkinson's volume next enters the library to foster a more

scientific spirit,—though hastily done and irregular in its treatment of genera

it breathes the spirit of the laboratory and at once takes a leading place in the

budding mycologist's growing library. Perhaps to the collector's joy, through

the catalogues which begin to flow in, ho discovers a copy of Peck's admirable

" Boleti," some of his works on the edible fungi, and other monographic

papers. Last and best of all comes C. H. Kauflman's "Agaricaceae of

Michigan," a great work, a ne plus ultra, until indeed the desideratum of the

future, a well illustrated work on all the fleshy fungi and the polypores of

North America, appears; may it be Kauflman's task to accomplish this too!



To one who by this time contemplates the serious study and the identification

of all the species, numerous generic treatises and a large and ever growing

library and a microscope soon loom up as coveted necessities.

Among the chief additional monographs I like to have at my elbow in

field work, such for example as I keep in my camp in Canada, are : Burlingham

on Russula and Lactarius; Beardslee on Russula and Mycena; Coker on

Amanita, Hydnaccae, Clavariaceae, and Lactarius; Coker and Beardslee on

Collybia, Laccaria, and Clitocybe ; Murrill on the Polyporcs of North America

;

Harper on Pholiota, Stropharia, Hypholoma, Lentinus (developing the group

idea in the analysis of our gill fungi) ; Ilicken on Blatterpilze (color plates

very poor) ; Carleton Eea on the Basidiomycetes of Great Britain; Macbride

on Myxomycetes; Burt on Thelephoraceae, Clavaria, and Merulius; Lange

on Mycena, Lepiota, Coprinus; Quelet and Bataille on Amanita; Bataille on

Lactarius, Eussula, Cortinarius, Inocybe, Morchella, and Helvella; Lloyd on

the Gastromycetes and Polyporaceae ; and Peck on Lycoperdon (a valuable

analysis in his thirtj'-second report). Kauifman's Agaricaceae of Michigan

contains a series of monographs, noting especially Cortinarius and Inocybe,

and Pennington's chapter on Coprinus.

In December, 1918, I succeeded in securing the services of Louis C. C.

Krieger, artist and mj-cologist, trained for ten years imder that late lamented

master, Professor Wm. G. Farlow, of Harvard. As the subsequent develop-

ment of my library, paintings, and collection of fungi is due to Mr. Krieger's

fostering care, I refer in some detail to his work.

His first training, obtained in Baltimore and at the Royal Academy of

Fine Arts, Munich, was as an artist, especially as a painter of portraits. An
interest in fungi began under Dr. Thomas Taylor in the United States

Government service, 1891-95, when he illustrated some of the government

publications. Following this came his decisive and fruitful Harvard experi-

ence, with the execution of some four hundred aquarelles of fungi and algae,

now in Farlow's collection along with his matchless library at Harvard

University, together with illustrations made by Bridgham. While working

on the fleshy fungi under Farlow, Krieger began a card catalogue at present

available in my library, covering this group and the polypores and consti-

tuting a most exhaustive analysis of the world's literature under several

captions; begun in 1902, this precious adjuvant in all research work now
numbers some four hundred thousand manuscript cards. The Krieger



collection of paintings of fungi, also in my library, numbers about three

hundred and is one of its most valuable assets. Exsiccati number about two

thousand.

An interest in lichens was stimulated three years ago by our zealous

collector and able systematist, Prof. Charles C. Plitt, on the occasion of some

botanical trips about Baltimore. Here, too, the literature being rich and

often well illustrated, I began collecting available books and monographs and

securing exsiccati as offered. The catalogue exhibits my available resources

in this field in the way of literature—books and pamphlets. The lichen

exsiccati have been secured in part through the kindly cooperation of Prof.

M. Fiinfstiick of Stuttgart and Prof. A. Zahlbruckner of Vienna. Additions

have also been made by that veteran collector of mosses and lichens, Severin

Eapp, of Sanford, Florida.

My library herewith catalogued now numbers between seven and eight

thousand titles, including books, pamphlets, articles, reprints, and all impor-

tant papers in the serial journals where much of the critical literature of the

world often lies buried. Many of the desiderata have been secured through

the personal interest and efficient cooperation of eminent book-men at home

and abroad. First I must mention with gratitude the friendship and aid of

Henry S. Young of Liverpool, who has constantly placed his life-long experi-

ence and imsurpassed judgment at my disposal in this as well as in various

other fields. H. Kirke Swann, eminent ornithologist and collector, of London

has aided materially from time to time, also Dulau and Company. On the

continent, I owe much to Paul Lechevalier of Paris and to Martinus Nijhoff

of The Hague. In this country, I am chiefly indebted to Alfred Hafner of

the firm of Gustav Stechert, as well as to H. C. Fiedler of New York City,

and from time to time to S. N. Ehoads of Philadelphia who has a fine flare

for rarities.

To recapitulate, the library and collections contain : ( 1 ) over seven

thousand individual titles of papers and books covering pretty thoroughly the

literature of the larger fungi, lichens, and myxomycetes, with scattering

volumes on algae; (3) L. C. C. Krieger's key of some four hundred thousand

cards, covering authors, genera and species, subjects, and geographical data,

opening up the literature of the world for immediate reference; (3) three

hundred or more water-colors from nature by Krieger; (4) about seven

hundred species on three hundred and one plates in original water-colors in

one large volume by L. D. de Schweinitz; (5) Mcllvaine's original paintings



and photographs in part published in " One Thousand American Fungi "

;

(6) color plates by Miss Violet Eea of Worcester, England, and Mrs. E. B.

Blackford; (7) photographs from W. A. Murrill, C. H. Kauffman, H. C.

Beardslee, and others—about one thousand in all; (8) a remarkable volume of

paintings of Irish lichens and fungi with notes by Templeton who is men-

tioned by J. T. Mackay in the " Flora Hibemica" (1836) ; (9) a series of

models of fungi by Miss Eleanor C. Allen in twelve groups in natural colors

and setting; (10) a personal herbarium of about two thousand specimens in

part contributed by C. H. Kauffman, Miss Gertrude BurUngham, Miss Ann
Hibbard, and H. C. Beardslee—all indexed; (11) lichen literature and exsic-

cati of L. E. Schaerer, L. Babenhorst, C. C. Plitt, Pastor Lehnert of Baltimore,

and Edward Tuckerman; and (12) sixteen manuscript letters from L. D. de

Schweinitz to John Le Conte, from Mcllvaine, and from Peck (in part

through Miss Caroline Herbst, daughter of Dr. WUliam Herbst).

The value of many of the works on the shelves is enhanced by the previotis

ownership and signatures of such men as C. Montagne, J. H. LeveiUe, L. E.

and Charles Tulasne, W. J. Hooker, E. M. Fries, M. J. Berkeley, M. C. Cooke,

C. H. Peck, W. E. Gerard, W. G. Farlow, Edward Tuckerman, M. Fiinfstiick,

A. Zahlbruckner, E. Boudier, and Isaac Walton.

In conclusion, it is the fond hope of the writer that a patron of the arts

and sciences will be found in the near future willing to aid in producing a

volume now in active preparation on the boleti of Xorth America, for which

we have fifty water-colors done from fresh specimens by Krieger, with the

literature and descriptions. It is also my hope that I might in such an event

be permitted to add reproductions of the pictures made for Farlow, as well

as some of those in the George E. Morris collection housed in the Museum at

Salem, Massachusetts, including a few originals by Charles H. Peck, Mcllvaine,

Mrs. E. B. Blackford and copies of Massee's English species which occur in

this country made by Miss Violet Eea, adding too a few pictures from the

older literature of Eostkovius, Bulliard, and Schaeffer. Such a work in color

as an artistic production ought to excel anything hitherto published and
constitute a fit tribute to the memory of the beloved, and everywhere honored,

Charles Horton Peck, one of the fathers of American mycology, who gave us

our most valuable monograph on this group.
