to a heater AND alarm failure on a seven-degree
night. After that devastating "winter of the ice," he
bought a new heater and alarm system, followed by a few plants. After dividing them some time later, it
occurred to him that by selling the divisions to other hobby growers, he could get some cash to buy more
plants, and selling divisions of those would lead to more, and so on. So, he posted a text-only list on the
web, and within three hours had two orders. That was the beginning of First Ray’s Orchids!
