CITIZENS AIR CABLE TV 
CONCERNS TO CITY COUNCIL

Although appalled by the small size of the aud~e_nce for a 

public hearing on Cable TV June 16, one of the ten :itizens who 
attended complimented council for holding the meetmg. Mayor 
Gil Weidenfeld suggested the cause of the small turnout could 
have been apathy about cable TV, confidence in ' Council or the 
summer months. 

The Greenbriar citizen who 
complimented council, Paul Sin­
quiblc, echoed the concerns of 
many present. Those citizens 
wondered about costs, services 
and options. Assistant City Man­
ager Dennis Piendak introduced 
the subject by noting that cable 
TV companies were not originally 
interested in areas which had 
gootl local TV reception. How­
ever, because of new technology 
and services that can be offered, 
companies are now interested in 
Prince Georges County. In addi­
t:on to the re- transmission of ex­
isting over-the- air channels via 
microwave and satellite, institu­
tional services can now offer local 
programs such as Cultural Arts 
Center events or city council 
meetings. Additional services, 
security services like burglar and 
fire alarms and two- way services 
such as banking, shopping and 
working at home are also pos­
sible. "The technology is there 
for these types of 1984 services," 
explained Piendak. 

"What is the city going to give 
the TV company?" wondered 
Don Shell of Greenbriar. Noth­
ing besides the franchise or right 
to use the public rights-of-way 
was the answer. Shell also won­
dered whether p ople could afford 
and would use cable TV. Council-

man Richard Pilski explained 
that statistically most subscribers 
come from lower- income areas. 
VVeidenfeld felt senior citizens or 
young couples w i t h children 
might spend their entertainment 
dollar on cable TV. 

Advantages

Council Votes $2,766,275 Budget for 1980-81

With one dissenting voice 

heard from time-to-time dur­
ing the evening of June 4, 
Greenbelt's city council ap­
proved by 4 to 1 a $2,766,275 
budget for fiscal 1980-81 for 
a 9.1 percent increase over 
last year. Property owners 
whose taxes will make up 43 
percent of the budget, will pay 
$1.04 per hundred dollars as­
sessed valuation, a 7c increase. 

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld called 
the budget a "product of comprer­
mise." Praising the city for its 
major investment in the commu­
nity over the years, he cited the 
city Recreation Department's 
"best in the nation" award for 
cities its size in 1975, and CARES' 
recent national recognition for 
its exemplary program. Green-­
belt, he said, has the best ser­
vices in the county and a police 
department second to n o n e. 
Weidenfeld said he was con­
vinced that citizens want this 
reputation maintained. 

Councilman Richard Pilski, 
certain that council could have 
lopped off another two cents, vot­
ed against a number of items and 
against the budget as a whole in 
protest. 

"How much does one cent on 
the tax rate mean?" asked Coun­
cilman Charles Schwan, not con­
vinced that arguing over two 
cents was worth the agony. "$1.80 
a year to the average Greenbelt 

homeowner," he answered his 
own question. 

Expenditures in the new bud­
get total $2,7~,275-up $230,100 
or 11.1 percent over last year's 
amount. Inflation in the cost rf 
goods and services the city must 
purchase is the major culprit in 
raising the expenditure side of 
the budget. Little growth is al­
lowed for next year. The few 
capital expenditures planned will 
be paid for with revenue sharing 
funds. 

Holding down the revenue side, 
several factors were at work in­
creasing the load that the home­
owner must pick up. 1. A lower­
ing of · the percentage of com­
mercial property valuation that 
can be assessed for taxes reduces 
the amount of tax dollars that 
the city will receive from its 
shopping centers, office buildings 
and apartment complexes. 2. 
County, State and federal con­
tributions are either lower this 
year or are not keeping up with 
inflation. 3. Some revenues the 
l'ity used last year to keep from 
raising the tax rate were one-­
t:me payments the city will not 
be receiving this year. The prop­
erty tax, paid primarily by the 
homeowner, is used to balance 
the budget after the expenditures 
and other sources of revenue 
have been identified. In addition, 
Greenbelt was included in the 
first year of the State's new tri­
ennial reassessment plan. (See 
accompanying chart for examples 

of how the assessments were in­
creased for homeowners and, in 
general, decreased for busi­
nesses, page 6J 

The budget calls for no new 
employees or programs, but aims 
to complete or continue projects 
begun in previous years while 
maintaining the current level c.f 
services. At the budget work 
session, City Manager Jim Giese 
expressed concern as to whether · 
the city could maintain the pres­
ent level. "In reviewing the bud­
get today, when I said this bud­
get would provide for funding at 
the same level, I was stretching 
it.'' 

Council, in fact, could find few 
places in the budget that could 
be cut, but did manage to reduce 
the tax increase by two cents. 

Sensing council's frustration 
that it could not do more, Giese 
and city treasurer Dennis Piendak 
later reviewed and recalculated, 
finally finding an extra cent. One 
error discovered produced an ad­
ditional $3,500. They projected an 
increase in animal licensing for 
an added $200 and transferred to 
the general fund an additional 
$4,000 in revenue sharing funds. 
Other items which should further 
increase the revenue picture are: 
1, penalty and interest on delin­
quent tax payments, $500; State 
Highway funds, $4,000; State Aid 
for Police protection, $1,600; 
County Tax rebate, $300; Special

In addition, 
an interest bearing reserve ac­
count must be established in the 
amount of about $1.8 million. 
This is a requirement for issu­
ing the bonds and would only be 
used if GHI were to default on 
revenue bond payments. This ac-­
count should not be an expense 
to GHI members. 

Amberg Proposal 
3. Member petition to amend 

Article VIII, Section 11 of the 
Bylaws. This section of the By­
laws deals with financial regula­
tions which apply to "Expendi­
ture of Funds and Contracts." 
Ten members signed this petition 
which was presented by Mat Am­
berg to the board for considera­
tion at the annual meeting. This 
petition proposes a change in the 
manner in which GHI's budget 
is developed. Currently, monthly 
charges are increased w h en 
GHI's operating expenses In­
crease. The effect of the petition 
would be to remove new member­
approved programs costing more 
than $250,000 or discontinued 
programs, e.g., oil heating and 
hot water from operating ex­
penses and include these costs as 
an addition to the operating ex­
penses. 

The effect could be to increase 
monthly charges above 10% with­
out membership approval when 
large-scale new programs are be­
gun or to decrease monthly 
charges below 10% when similar 
programs are discontinued be­
cause thP cost of such programs 
are removed from operating pay­
ments. 

Second Bylaw Proposal 
4. Ad Hoc Bylaws Committee 

Report. In response to the mem­
bership directive at the 1979 an­
nual meeting, the 'Bylaws Com­
mittee considered and has pro­
posed a change in the method 
oi electing members to the Nom­
ir.ations and Elections Commit­
tee. Instead of electing member.s 
to this committee during the an­
nual meeting, the proposal is to 
file for the N & E Committee 10 
days before the election, advertise 
the names of those interested in 
being on the committee, and pro­
vide for an additional three days 
for more nominations and writ­
ten acceptances. Candidates' 
names will then be placed on the 
ballot to be elected in the same 
manner as candidates for the 
Board and Audit Committee. Bi­
ographies will appear in the News 
Review in the last issue prior to 
the election.

Cable TV Sparks Citizen Questions

the channels would be on-going 
channels. Piendak said that all 
channels would be used with the 
35 channel systems that have al­
l'eady been proposed by the com­
panies that have appeared before 
council. Pilski explained that the 
greatest number of channels 
would be auxiliary services. 

Another question was whether 
all the TV companies would have 
the same channels. Pilski felt 
companies would probably bring 
channels from their home base 
such as Atlanta or New York. 
Weidenfeld added that though 
some of the channels would be 
different, some would be the same 
such as Home Box Office. Coun -
cil felt the channels which were 
carried would be negotiable. 

Citizen Darwin Beck was skep­
tical. It's ''probably selling the 
citizens of Greenbelt something 
they won't get delivered to them 
in the near future," he feared. 
He asked about the possibilities 
for local programming. Pilski 
felt college students could use 
cable TV for a training ground 
and produce local programs. Fur­
ther, he said, major networks 
could "trade-off" any local film­
chps that were not needed to the 
cable TV company. 

Options 

vate com pany or franchise t he 
city to build and operate a. sys­
tem itself. R ecently, the Cable 
TV Information Service, consult­
ant to t he county system, has 
expressed the view that munici­
palities should join the county 
fystem when it seeks proposals 
because the service areas have 
tC\ be set by that time. Joining 
with other cities would have the 
benefit of being able to support 
"Cadillac services rather than 
Toyota or Volkswagon services," 
added Piendak. 

Piendak further noted that 
['bout 15-20 cities in the country 
operate their own cable TV sys­
tem. Sinquibic wondered "how a 
city the size of_ Greenbelt could 
support such a system?" That 
option would require much re­
search responded Piendak. The 
"novel option" is "possible, but 
not very probable," he concluded. 
Weidenfeld felt "the upfront 
money would probably be prohib­
itive." 

Choices 
Shell expressed the opinion that 

the choice was between joining the 
county system or granting a 
franchise to a company. He 
asked for a comparison of the 
choices. Weidenfeld explained 
that by granting a franchise, the 

city would get all the possible 
revenue (3% of subscriber fees), 
total control of access channels, 
and some involvement in the sys­
tem. However, in joining the 
county, the city would only get a 
share of the revenue after ad­
ministrative costs were deducted, 
and would have to share the pub­
lic access cha.nnels. Pilski felt 
there was no reason to join the 
county : "the county cannot really 
give us anything other than prob­
lems." A city system could not 
be excluded from the education'\!

GHI candidates' night 1980 was different from other can­

didates' nights held in the past few years: different in format, 
different in the number of those attending, different in that 
there was little animosity among those of opposing views. It 
was a most congenial evening. 

Sponsored by the "Good Neigh­
bors," the evening at the library 
on Monday, June 23 was planned 
to give people a chance to mill 
around and get to know one an­
other. People wore name tags 
to make themselves easily identi­
fiable and all were encouraged to 
seek out the candidates and talk 
to them. Between 40 and 50 peo­
ple came out to do this- a small 
crowd by some standards, but 
a much larger one than at GHI 
candidates' nights in the past and 
judging from the constant buzz­
ing and moving around of those 
present, a most successful eve­
ning. 

Not wanting to break the rap­
port of those present by attempt­
ing a panel discussion, acting 
chairman Bill Feller nevertheless 
stopped the talking at one point 
to ask the candidates running for 
the board and audit committee 
to tell briefly ("in a minute and 
a half") why they were running. 
Eight of the 9 candidates run­
ning for the 4 places on the board 
and 2 of the 4 running for the 
3 places on the audit committee 
were present. 

Jenkins, a member of the audit 
committee and <:hairman of the 
ad hoc investigative committee, 
feels the current board has "not 
been watching our money as it 
should have" and that some of 
it has "gone through the cracks." 
He cited waste in overbuying and 
shoddy workmanship as exam-­
pies. He favors computerized ac­
counting. 

Lewis, chairman of the engi­
neering and maintenance com­
mittee, also has an electric test 
home. He advocates contracting 
out the maintenance on the new 
el€ctric heatin'g system. As the 
workload increases or decreases, 
GHI can have more or less staff 
as needed, he said. 

This reporter discussed th<' 
subject of contracting out main­
tenance with several candidates 
and could not find anyone who 
wanted to contract out structural 
maintenance.
