Basic Version 7 Polling Setup Instructions

Creating a Store, Machine & Saving All Programs

Before you begin:
1. Have the cash register configured for polling
2. Have a physical connection between the PC and the register (direct connect, modem,
ether to serial device, USB to serial device, LAN, or Internet)
3. Make sure you are using the correct cabling for your register type
4. |Install the Version 7 Polling software
5. Have a valid release code entered into the software.

These instructions are intended to be general for most direct connect and LAN TCP/IP

connections. Specific details will vary by cash register model.
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Note: The main screen image can be customized by clicking on Preferences on the left main
menu then the Miscellaneous 2 tab on the screen below.
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Adding a Store

o
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1. Open the software by double-clicking on the V7 Polling icon found on the PC’s desktop.
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2. The software will load. The loading time will vary as the system checks for existing
software databases. Please allow the software to conduct these processes.
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3. The software will open to the main screen. Version 7 Polling should automatically open
and Polling should be visible in the Program drop down menu.
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4. Click on Setup from the menu on the left.
5. Click on the Store button under Setup.
6. Click on the Insert new record (+) button from the lower toolbar in the red box, to add a

new store.
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7. A new entry will be added to your store setup list in the lower grid. Within the upper,
detail, area of the screen, the ID field will be populated automatically. This ID number is
used by the system. Note: Please leave the setting as created by the software.
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8. The only other required fields are Store Name & Store Number. The Store Name should
be the name of the location that will be polled. The Store Number must match the store or
register number programmed within the cash register. Note: Not all registers have a store

number.
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9. After the ID, Store Name, and Store Number contain the desired values, click the Post
changes of current records (check mark) button found on the lower toolbar.

Adding A Machine
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1. After the store is created, return to the menu on the left side of the screen and select the
Machine List option.
2. Click on the Insert new record ﬂ button from the lower toolbar to add a new machine.



i ) After entering all your data press the Check Mark’ on the navigator bar to post.

3. The Information screen above will open reminding the user to click the Post changes to
current record ! button to post the changes when done. Click the OK button.
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4. Aline is inserted in the lower grid for a new machine.
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5. From within the upper detail area, fill in the required fields. See the software fields chart.
Do not fill in the fields via the lower grid area, use the Detail and Comm tabs in the upper

area.
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6. Use the Comm tab to enter the information for communications other than comm. type.

Software Fields:

Detail Tab

A user defined name for the machine that is

Machine ID usually the name of the store.

A user defined name for the database files.
Program ID Usually the same name as the Machine 1D
without spaces.

This number must match the Register Number

DI within the cash register.
Select the manufacturer that matches the cash
Mfg register. It can be CASIO, Samd4s, Sharp, or
TEC.
Model Select the corresponding cash register model.
Select a previously created store that
Store corresponds with the programmed Store
Number within the cash register.
Comm Type Direct, Dialup or TCP/IP
. The ROM, IPL, or EPROM version installed
ROM Version

within the cash register.

This is the register’s programmed baud rate for
Baud Rate PC communications, which is only needed for
serial communications.




Comm Tab

Comm Port

This is the serial port on the PC used for
communications. It is only needed for serial
communications.

Phone

The phone number of the site where the
register is installed that is only needed for
serial communications via modem.

Switch Type

The type of switchbox used for connecting to
the cash register. The switch type is only
needed for serial communications via a
switchbox.

Switch #

The switch number of the register is only
needed for serial communications via a
switchbox.

Use Local IP Address option

PC TCP/IP Address

This address is the IP address of the
communicating PC. Please consult your IT
administrator for this number; or, from a
command prompt, enter IPCONFIG. The
screen will display the IP address as well as
additional network settings. It is only needed
for TCP/IP communications.

Register TCP/IP Address

The address is the IP address of the cash
register. This address will depend upon
previously programmed settings at the cash
register. If using a WAN connection it is the
external IP address of the router. It is only
needed for TCP/IP communications.

Register TCP/IP Port

This port is the register TCP/IP
communications port. It will depend upon
previously programmed settings at the cash
register. It is only needed for TCP/IP
communications.

Use DSN Address option

PC Address

This is the IP address of the communicating
PC. Please consult your IT administrator for
this number; or, from the command prompt,
enter IPCONFIG. The screen will display the IP
address as well as additional network settings.
This is only needed for TCP/IP
communications.

DNS Address

Using DNS (Domain Name System) allows
stores to use dynamic external IP addresses
instead of static. *Please, contact your network
administrator or ISP to setup a DNS address
for the register. *This is for a WAN (Wide Area
Network) polling connection.




DNS Port

This is the register TCP/IP communications
port. It will depend upon previously
programmed settings at the cash register. It is
only needed for TCP/IP communications.

Use WAN IP Address

PC Address

This is the IP address of the communicating
PC. Please consult your IT administrator for
this number; or, from the command prompt,
enter IPCONFIG. The screen will display the IP
address as well as additional network settings.
This is only needed for TCP/IP
communications.

External Site Address

This is the external IP address of the site or
router where the register resides. It is not the
IP address of the cash register. It is
recommended to have a static IP address at
the store. This setting is only used for WAN
(Wide Area Network) connections when the
registers and the Polling PC are not in the
same physical location.

External Site Port

This is the register TCP/IP communications
port. It will depend upon previously
programmed settings at the cash register. This
is only needed for TCP/IP communications.

7. After all required fields are selected; click the Post changes of current record (check
mark) button on the lower toolbar to save the Machine to the software’s database.
8. The Machine is now created and saved to the system.

Note: The Program ID field is used to name the program databases for the specified machine.
Version 7 Polling does support database sharing to help users minimize updating time. i.e.,
sharing one PLU/UPC file for multiple machines, thus allowing users to make changes on one
machine and have them automatically update another machine(s).To share all programs across
two machines users would enter the same base Program IDs on both machines via the Detail
tab. The Machine ID must be unique for all machines, but the Program IDs can match. Users can
also set the Program IDs on a per program basis via the Programs tab within the Machine List.

Also Note: Select programs like Department/Group, PLU, and PLU Status Groups can be shared
via machine crosslinks. For more information on machine crosslinks, please consult the online

crosslink document.

the upper window for detailed information on the communications session. The failed

items may pertain to register programs that are not configured or allocated on the register

system. The Poll Results opens in a scrollable window to show the failed item in red.

The system is now setup to allow for program maintenance, program sends, and report polling.
The system could also be configured for automatic polling operations.

After a V7 machine has been created and all programs saved back to the PC, users can
configure their automatic polling options. Below are the basic steps. Scripts are designed to be
customized to fit an individual business’, needs, thus options will vary.
