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EDITOR'S COMMENTS

Two radio events that can only be described as
“super” share the A.R.C. spotlight this month — the
annual AWA conference and the Henry Ford Muse-
um auction in Dearbom, Michigan. At both events,
many collectors saw an unprecedented array of
early equipment.

The annual 4-day AWA Historical Radio Confer-
ence was attended by nearly 1,000 collectors who
enjoyed a continuous flea market, four auctions,
seminars, a banquet, and other activities. “100 Years
of Radio” was the conference theme, and the pres-
ence of Marconi’s daughter, Gioia Marconi Braga,
enriched the event.

Hightights of the extraordinary Henry Ford Muse-
um auction are reported this month with a full report
to follow next month. For the first time, at least in the
U. S., a single radio sold for $49,000, while 12
others sold for over $10,000 each. The auction total
was $590,693. Even more significant than the dol-
lars spent, however, was the rarity of many of the
items on the block. Even the most sophisticated
collector had to be impressed.

More than 300 attended this auction, and about
85 relaxed and exchanged stories of the day at
A.R.C.s first “Radio Bash™ on Saturday evening.

Although the rarities seen in these events are hard
to top, another article in this issue proves that there is
always something different out there to make us sit up
and take notice. Francis Yonker's massive, 20-tube
Philco 37-890 does just that. This unusual set ap-
pears to have seven speakers, but four are resonators.

Rewinding 1920s transformers is the topic of
Stephen Imms' article. Stephen offers detailed solu-
tions to this prevalent problem.

The issue is rounded out with Photo Review,
Radio Miscellanea and a club spotlight on the 25

years of the Buckeye Antique Radio Club.

Event calendar, radio photos and more, but no ads!

I FORD MUSEUM AUCTION

The Henry Ford Museum Radio Auction

Part 1 — Highlights

BY JOHN V. TERREY

This is the first of a 2-part re-
port on the Henry Ford Museum
Radio Auction. Due to publish-
ing deadlines, a full report could
not be included in this issue, but
we have been able to put togeth-
er the highlights of the event. A
complete report will appear in
the December issue. (Editor)

The much heralded Henry
Ford Museum Radio Auction has
come and gone, and the attend-
ees may still be reeling from the
wonder of it all. Most of the population of Dear-
bomn, Michigan, were no doubt unaware that on
October 7 and 8, 1995, their town was the center
of perhaps the major radio event of the decade.
More than 300 collectors and friends had gath-
ered at the museum to spend a total of $590,693
— a bonanza for the museum’'s General Collec-
tions Fund.

On Saturday and Sunday, the registered bid-
ders numbered 178 and 105 respectively. Inter-
estingly enough, although the attendance was
about one-half that expected, the proceeds to-
taled almost twice the auctioneer's expectations.

In seven hours on Saturday, 590 lots were
sold, while 445 lots hit the block in five hours on
Sunday. Bidding was fiercely competitive, as some
of the prices noted here attest. The internationat
set, which included representatives from Germa-
ny, France, Switzerland, Holland, Sweden, Ja-
pan, and Canada, gave the Americans from 28

states stiff competition and were successful on
many of the rare items.

The prices were in a range never before seen
in a U.S. auction, with a 1913 Marconi 101 tuner
(modified by the Marconi factory in 1918) selling
for $49,000. Of the additional items, four sold for
over $20,000, eight more for over $10,000, and
90 more for over $1,000.

Among the high-bid items were a very early
DeForest 2-step amplifier (missing the audion
sockets) selling for $27,500; an American Marco-
ni magnetic detector selling for $25,500; an Ad-
ams Morgan RA-6 tuner (dirty but complete) sell-
ing for $24,000; and a Canadian Marconi Type
2843 tuner selling for $20,000.

These prices gave an epicurean taste to the
overall event. But, modestly priced purchases
were also possible. Auctioneer Richard Estes
remarked on the wide range of prices — an
$11,000 item preceded by one for $5, a $24,000

item between $50 and $75 items. There were box
lots of parts, tubes, transformers, etc., early trans-
mitter racks, crystal detectors, telegraph keys,
rare and unusual tubes, horns, and a number of
broadcast receivers. And as promised, Estes
spread the high-value items over the two days.
Bidders marveled at Estes’ skill in moving items
along at a rate of about 85 an hour.

Some of the more familar items included a Mag-
navox TRF-5 receiver for $100; a Radiola IlI-A for
$175; a Radiola 28 with loop and table for $200; a
Radiola 33 for $45; a Radiola X for $500; two
Radiola Il sets for $75 and $85; a refinished Grebe
MU-1 for $700; two Radiola 17 sets for $45 and
$55; and a Radiola UZ-1325 hom speaker for $225.

A selection of additional higher-priced items
included the following: a Radiola VIl and VIi-B for
$10,000 and $1700; a Radiola 26 for $1,500; a
Grebe CR-18 with coils for $2,600; two Kennedy
Model 110 receivers for $2,250 and $2,100; two
DeForest Interpanel sets for $2,450 and $2,000;
a Federal 61, with cabinet in poor condition, for
$950; two Atwater Kent Model 10C breadboards
for $1,100 and $1,300; a Pittsburgh Radio Supply
SP-2, with slide-in amplifier, for $1,100; a Grebe
CR-9 for $600.

Additional wireless gear included a W.E. CW-
938 transmitter for $11,000; three SE-143 tuners
for $10,500, $8,000 and $2,100; two SE-1420
receivers for $2,200 and $1,200; and a NESCO
CN-240 for $5,500. The army pack sets, all with-
out receivers, sold for $4,500, $8,000 and $9,000.

As for rare crystal detectors, a
1916 Washington Navy Yard tri-
ple detector Type A (looks like an
SE-183A) sold for $3,000, an P-
175 for $2,400, and two SE-183A
triple detectors for $900 and $400.

The condition of the items
ranged from museum quality
(sometimes refinished, howev-
er) to dirty from years in storage.
Many items were missing knobs
and other components. Also,
some items were without cabi-
nets or sometimes were only
panels stripped of nearly all parts.

Unfortunately, most individu-
al items were not identified by
white lot number tags, but mu-
seum tags on the majority of
items showed a bit of the history
of each piece. For example, the
items from the RCA George

TS

Clark Collection had red tags,
and items from the Edison Insti-
tute had white tags.

Another white tag contained
the museum’s de-accession
number (e.g. 40.118.9). This is
the number to use if you would
like the museum to provide more
information on your purchases.

Ford Museum's Lisa Korzetz, Sarah Lawrence,
and Eric Manthey are to be commended for a
very well organized event. The physical setup
was convenient, with the auction tent located in a
parking lot at the side of the museum. As each
item was sold, it was moved to an adjacent tent to
await pickup. A food booth served the museum’s
usual excellent menu, stoking the fires of hot-on-
the trail collectors.

Credit should also be given to the Michigan
Antique Radio Club for assistance during the
auction.

The first Antique Radio Classified Radio Bash
on Saturday evening right after the auction was
also a great success. Eighty-five collectors from
as far away as Germany, Canada, California, and
Florida gathered to exchange impressions of the
eventful day. Refreshments, a cash bar, and the
four books given as door prizes added to the
festive spirit. Many contributed to the “Show and
Tell” table, which included items from personal
collections, as well as auction purchases. In all,
the diversity of items and people at the Bash
paralleled that of the auction itself. Perhaps the
Radio Bash will continue as an A.R.C. tradition.

Next month, a comprehensive listing will ap-
pear in A.R.C., as well as more information and
photos.

The Philco Model 37-690

Occasionally, A.R.C. receives a photo of an
old radio for its “Photo Review" section which
seems to merit article status. We knew this was
the case when subscriber Francis Yonker sent in
photos of his Philco 37-690. A telephone conver-
sation with Mr. Yonker confirned our impression
of the unique and sophisticated qualities of this
300-pound floor model. He obliged us with addi-
tional photos and information which served as a
basis for this photo essay. A.R.C. thanks Mr.
Yonker for sharing his Philco Mode! 37-690 infor-
mation with our readers. (Editor)

Figure 1 is deceptive, because, with the doors
closed, this piece of furniture appears to be any-
thing but a state-of-the-art floor model radio. How-
ever, with its doors open, as in Figure 2, this
becomes a radio indeed — and one with distinc-
tive features.

What first drew my attention were the 7 speak-
er grilles (count them!) gracing the front of an

otherwise simply designed cabinet. A close in-
spection of the cabinet's interior, shown in Figure
3, reveals an elaborate speaker system that con-
sists of a woofer, two tweeters and four acoustic
resonators. The woofer is the large dynamic
speaker located in the lower part of the cabinet.
Philco referred to the woofer as a “cathedral high-
fidelity speaker.”

The four speaker-like devices surrounding the
woofer are the acoustic resonators that Philco
called “clarifiers.” These clarifiers are not con-
nected electrically to the radio, but respond to the
acoustic output of the woofer. Judging from the
size of the clarifiers, they probably enhanced the
mid-frequency response of the speaker system.
The two high frequency speakers, or tweeters,
are located next to the top of the cabinet.

To complement the speaker system, the radio
employs a separate bass amplifier circuit to pro-
vide a wide range of bass tone control. Treble
response is controlled by IF bandpass and audio
control circuitry.

Another distinctive feature is the tuning dial
which appears to be similar to the teledial used by
other manufacturers, but was, according to Philco
ads, the company's “New Automatic Tuning Sys-
tem.” This system is described in Ron Ramirez's
Philco Radio as follows: “To tune in a favorite AM
station, all that was required was to press in a
lever where the station’s call letters were located
on the set’s escutcheon and turn the lever until it



clicked into place. The radio was then tuned to
the station. To keep the station tuned correctly,
Philco introduced automatic frequency control,
which it named “Magnetic Tuning.”

The 37-690 has two separate chassis, the au-
dio output and power supply in the power unit on
the bottom shelf, and the receiver on the top
shelf. Five bands cover the frequencies between
530 Kc and 18 Mc. There are 20 tubes in all, as
noted in the tube layouts in Figures 4 and 5 from
Rider's, Volume VIIl, page 8-39. Interestingly,
Rider needed seven pages to provide the neces-
sary technical information on this large set!

Commenting on the various features of the 37-
690, Ramirez states, “Philco seemed to be com-
peting with custom set builder £.H. Scott with its
new flagship model — the 37-690X. With its high
fidelity reproduction, variable IF bandwidth, and
acoustic clarifiers, in addition to automatic tuning
and magnetic tuning, the 37-690, along with the
Model 37-116 and 38-690, are definitely among
the best radios ever made.” The Philco radio
rarity scale gives the 37-690 an A+, which means
that it may be rare.

RESTORATION TOPICS

Rewinding 1920s Transformers

BY STEPHEN F. IMMS

Aficionados who restore 1920s radios will some-
times (often) find that their sets have one or more
bad audio transformers. From personal experience
and through correspondence with Alan Douglas
and others, | leamed that construction techniques
and aggressive manufacturing practices led to the
use of other than ideal soldering fluxes, wire insula-
tion and just possibly poor quality control. Trans-
formers will sometimes fail prematurely due to the
effect of atmospheric moisture acting on the flux
residue (corrosive by-products will eat at the insu-
lation, resulting in a short circuit or open).

Some sets have the audio transformers mount-
ed below the chassis, and it is an easy matter
simply to replace the bad component with its
modern functional equivalent. The replacement
transtormer will probably not have a similar mount-
ing pattern, and may require (ouch!) drilling new
mounting holes.

Of course, an alternative would be to seek out
a good transformer through a want ad or swap
meet. Barring an easily obtainable replacement
for my RCA Radiola 1l1, and not wishing to butch-
erthe insides of my set, | thought, *I could unwind
the bad secondary. How hard couldit be to wind a
new coil in its place?”

TYPICAL CONSTRUCTION

Having removed the transtormer, | began to
dissect it to find out how it was constructed and
how | might restore it. | was careful to make
sketches as | proceeded, and soon found the
transformer to be similar in construction to one
shown in a typical electrical theory textbook. The
transtormer consists of iron laminations, held in
place by a pair of formed sheet metal jackets
called the “channel frame.” The channel frame is
often a single-piece design, which nowadays is in
common use.

| discovered that the lamina-
tions are not the typical scrap-
less E | type, but are of a one-
piece form, as shown in Figure 1.
However, it is more common to
find the typical E | form, as used
by Freed-Eisemann and others.
The laminations are disassem-
bled easily, but | found that the
transtormer’s coil was not wound
on a bobbin, as expected.

Instead, the coil is self-sup-
porting, each layer separated by
a thin section of what appeared
to be wax paper. So how was |

going to wind a new coil — on air? | took careful
measurements of the coil and decided to make a
bobbin on which to wind my new coil.

WINDING A REPLACEMENT COIL

For those stalwarts who wish to “roll their own,”
| will list the materials and describe the proce-
dures which | followed. You will need the tools
and material listed in Table I.

DISASSEMBLY PROCEDURE

Remove the channel frame, noting how it en-
closes the laminations and how the laminations
pass through the coil.

Disassemble the lamination stack. Note: If the
laminations will not slip apart easily, they may have
been coated prior to assembly. If so, soak the
whole transformer in alcohol for several hours to
dissolve the coating. Acetone may also be used if

the laminations will not come apart easily. Acetone
is extremely flammable and must not be breathed
to excess. Nail polish remover contains acetone.

Note how the coil leads exit and how they are
secured to the external tie points.

Restack the faminations on your bench and
take careful measurements of the dimensions
called out in Figure 1:

CONSTRUCTION OF THE BOBBIN

Glue thin strips of styrene together to form a
bobbin with a rectangular center with inside di-
mensions that are slightly larger than the lamina-
tion stack’s thickness and width.

Prepare the styrene for cutting by laying out the
width approximately equal to the coil’s inside di-
mension plus one thickness. For example, if your
bobbin is to be 0.500" square (ID) and your stock is
.0BO" thick, your styrene strips should be 0.58"
wide. Styrene is easy to cut by first scoring it with a
small nail dragged across the surface (just deep
enough to make an impression). Snap the stock
and cut to a length of about 2 inches. Figure 2
shows a view of the bobbin’s rectangular center
with dimensions for the example given above.

FORMING THE BOBBIN

Line up one edge of your prepared stock per-
pendicular to the edge of another strip. Use the
small brush in the bottle of cement to drip a little of
the liquid into the joint formed by the two pieces.
Hold the pieces square for about 30 seconds to
allow the cement to dissolve the plastic and begin
working. Take two more pieces and make up
another “angle” as above. Be sure to hold pieces
square for at least 30 seconds. Allow to dry for a
few hours or overnight, while you are busy cutting
out the bobbin flanges and plywood “donuts.”

Assemble the two “angles” into one tube by
using the capillary gluing technique as above.
Allow the tube to set at least overnight, as it will
be trimmed to its final dimension, and must be
rigid enough to be cut and sanded to length. The
tube is be cut to a length approximately equal to
the dimension “L" (See Figure 1) minus two thick-
nesses of the styrene stock to compensate for
the thickness of the bobbin flanges.

BOBBIN FLANGES AND PLYWOOD
“DONUTS”

Measure the distance between the “D” legs of
the lamination. The outer diameter of the bobbin
flanges should be slightly smaller than the lamina-
tion's “D” dimension. Use an adjustable circle cut-
ter in a drill press to cut out your flanges. Be sure to
clamp the styrene stock to the dril press table
before cutting. Make two flanges for the transform-

ar, plus a spare or two. Open up
the circle cutter and make two
plywood “donuts” about %" larg-
er in diameter than the styrene
pieces. These plywood pieces
will be used to protect the coit
pigtail as the coil is being wound.
A flange, bobbin and plywood
donut are shown in Figure 3.

FINAL ASSEMBLY OF THE
BOBBIN

Next the flanges are glued to
the bobbin’s rectangular tube.

Center one flange piece onto
the end of the tube, and glue
together. Be sure the pieces are square and held
securely for at least 30 seconds. Assemble the
other flange onto the other end of the tube. Allow
to dry at least overnight. A sketch of the assem-
bled bobbin is shown in Figure 4.

Use an X-ACTO knife or very fine hacksaw
blade to open up the center of each flange. Re-
member, the core laminations must pass through
the center of the bobbin, and the entire stack
must fit. Make fine adjustments as necessary.

PREPARATION FOR WINDING

Mark the bobbin flanges with the locations for
the coil starting and ending points, and drill the
appropriate holes, using an Ye-inch drill bit. See
Figure 5 for a sketch of the flanges with typical hole
locations. Remove any burrs from inside the flang-
es. Any burrs inside the flanges will snag and break
the wire as it is wound. Figure 6 shows the bobbin
with the plywood donuts in place ready for winding.

Use a cigarette lighter to remove caretfully the
enamel coating from the magnet wire (about 1
inch or so0). Very caretully wrap and solder the
prepared end to a 2 %-inch piece of #22 stranded
wire. This pigtail will be the starting point of the
primary winding. Note: Some magnet wire may
be insulated with a very tough coating which may
be difficult to bum off. In this case, use fine
sandpaper or a chemical stripper before soldar-
ing. On the other hand, some wire uses a solder
strippable insulation (rated at 105 or 130°C). This
coating will come off when exposed to a little
molten ball of solder on the end of your iron.

Pass the end of the pigtail through the bobbin
flange from the inside. Allow about %- to %-inch of
the soldered part of the pigtail to remain inside the
bobbin. Cut a very small piece of masking tape,
andsecurethe pigtail flatagainstthe surface ofthe
tube closest to its exit point.

Pass the threaded rod through one of the thin
plywood “donuts™ and then through the bobbin.
Putanother “donut”onto the other flange, and hold
it all together with lockwashers and nuts. The coil
starting point is trapped between the flange and its
respective plywood “donut” — this prevents
damage to the winding.

WINDING THE COIL

Unwind about 3 feet of magnet wire from the
supply reel and set it down (on one of its flanges) on
the floor in front of you. The wire will come off the top

of the reel as it is pulled and wound onto your work
piece. Chuck the free end of the threaded rod into
the electric drill. Take a deep breath, sit down, and
relax. Pick up the drill with one hand, holding the
bobbin horizontally at about waist level. Allow the
wire supply to pass between two fingers of your
other hand and very slowly pull the trigger.

Observe how the wire begins to filt the bobbin.
Make note of the direction in which you are wind-
ing. Guide the wire onto the bobbin, but do not
make any extraordinary affort to get a perfect
level wind. As you gain confidence, you can go
full speed with the drill. If you have access to a
foot-actuated rheostat, you may want to secure
the drill to the bench while you are winding. This
may make the winding go more easily. Observe
the buildup of wire on the bobbin.

MEASUREMENT OF COIL RESISTANCE

As you approach the “coil end point,” deter-
mined by your measurement of the coil exit posi-
tion on the flange, you will want to measure the coil
resistance. Stop the drill and carefully set it on your
workbench. Gain access to the coil starting point
(between the bobbin flange and plywood disk) and
clip on one lead of your cohmmeter.

Carefully remove a bit of the enamel near your
proposed ending point and take a reading. If it is
too low, carefully resume winding until it is what
you want. If you accidentally break the wire at this
point, simply clean both ends, solder together
(use very little solder — don't make a bump) and
resume winding. A bit of insulating tape couldn't
hurt here, howaver.

After you reach your end point, terminate it

with another 2'%-inch piece of #22 stranded wire.
Use a small piece of masking tape to isolate the
terminated coil end. Pass the pigtail through the
flange from the inside and wrap the coil with
another piece of masking tape.

Prepare the secondary, and wind in a similar
manner as the primary. Be careful to wind in the
same direction as the primary. Overwrap the com-
pleted coil with masking tape, and prepare for
final assembly. Note: Although | used common
masking tape for insulation, it has been brought
to my attention that paper tape may contain an
adhesive with conductive properties. This may
lead to an effect called tracking, which resuits in
arcing between current carrying conductors. A
more robust construction may use Scotch Type
33 electrical insulating tape, although | have not
yet found my construction technique to be lacking
in performance after several years. Figure 7 shows
the completed coil ready for laminations.

FINAL ASSEMBLY

Insert the laminations, one at a time into the
bobbin. Be sure to alternate them and also put
the “I" pieces between each pair (if used). Be
careful not to bend the laminations as they are
inserted. All of the laminations should fit into the
core, and the stack should be squared up. The
coil lead wires are insulated with a cotton over-
braid form of spaghetti sleeving and soldered
onto their respective tie points. (A VFB type of
sleeving, which is a braided fiberglass tube cov-
ered with a PVC outer jacket, may be used when
the transformer is operated with a higher than
usual B+ voltage.)

The coil pigtails are carefully dressed to avoid
short circuiting to the laminations or channel frame.
Figure 8 depicts the rewound and rewired trans-
former ready for installation of the channel frame.
The channel frame is then put in place and se-
cured with screws and nuts.

No attempt is made to duplicate the exact tums
ratio of the original transformer; the object here is
to approximate the effect of the appropriate tums
ratio by means of resistance measurements. In
the case of the Radiola, the resistance ratio is
about 1500 to 7500 ohms, which indicates a tums
ratio of about 5:1.

The actual tums ratio is not very critical, but it will
be possible to measure the voltage step-up ratio by
using a bell transformer to excite the primary and
by reading the secondary voltage with your voltme-

ter. This approach has proven to be acceptable in
winding replacement transformers for the Radiola
I, Freed-Eisemann models and others. | believe
that many of the transformers made in the 1920s
were of similar construction, and replacements for
them should be equally possible using the tech-
nique thus described.

1995 Conference and Auction Report

COMPILED FROM REPORTS BY RAY CHASE, TIMOTHY MARTIN,
LUDWELL SIBLEY, JOHN TERREY, AND THE AWA

The Antique Wireless Asso-
ciation (AWA) held its 34th an-
nual Historical Radio Confer-
ence in Rochester, New York,
September 6-9, 1995, with 981
attending. The conference, held
at the Thruway Marriott Hotel
south of Rochester, had 270
outdoor flea market vendors, an
indoor book fair, 4 auctions, an
old equipment contest, an ex-
tensive display of Marconi equip-
ment, seminars, a grand ban-
quet, and trips to the AWA Mu-
seum. The photos accompany-
ing this article give a sense of
the seriousness and variety of
this annual event.

This year's theme — “100
Years of Radio” — was the fo-
cus of the Old Equipment Contest. The catego-
ries were arranged by time, not type of radio. The
ten decades of radio, from 1895 to 1995, were
well represented.

The highlight of the conference occurred at the
“100 Years of Radio” Banquet on Friday evening
where Gioia Marconi Braga, Marconi's daughter,
gave a presentation on her father's life from her
perspective.

Equally enjoyable was the Marconi presenta-

tion and equipment display on Thursday by Feli-
cia and Jim Kreuzer. Other seminar topics includ-
ed early radio communication, telegraph, collect-
ing books and magazines (hosted by AR.C.'s
editor), amateur radio, very unusual Federal sets
and the evolution of the radio receiver.

The fiea market activity began early Wednes-
day morning as cars, trucks and vans were un-
loaded. By Wednesday noon, nearly 200 active
vendors were counted by your editor. The weath-
er was generally kind, although
there were some strong winds
and threats of rain on Thursday.

The four auctions were well
attended. At the communica-
tions equipment auction, all but
two of the approximately 71 lots
sold and brought a total of
$3,660. The sale of approxi-
mately 434 lots in the main auc-
tions went smoothly with only
22 passed lots. Although the
audience seemed to be smaller
than usual, the bidding was still
strong and spirited. Total sales
were $47,507.

While no spherical Audions
were presented, the tube auction
had some fantastic box iots, in-
cluding several with Westem Elec-
tric and highly sought audio tubes,

advertising auction were two outstanding large
Crosley display pieces which featured very color-
ful birds, and an autographed photo of Marconi
which brought $650.

The radio selection was as broad as usual,
with $5 box lots, very nice English crystal sets,
outstanding telegraph gear and a wide range of
collectible battery sets. Two plastic Sonora Deco
AC table radios drew $800 and $900.

A World War | field telegraph set brought the
best price of the day — $2,500. Other highlights
were an Ericsson Model 800 Morse register selil-
ing at $1,200, a Marconiphone M-2 tuner and
amplifier at $625, and a Paragon RA-10 tuner at
$975. A Federal 401 “Pleiphone” horn may have
drawn a record price for a speaker at $1,200.

This auction report is our best attempt to com-
bine all the information from our reporters. We
have not listed items with inadequate description,
some items in poor condition, and some with low
selling prices. For reading ease, when the final
price ended in “.50," the price has been rounded
down to an even dollar amount.

Buckeye Antique Radio and
Phonograph Club
BARPC — 25 Years

The oldest regional antique radio club in the
U.S.A. —the Buckeye Antique Radio and Phono-
graph Club (BARPC) — celebrated its 25th anni-
versary this past spring. BARPC has grown steadi-
ly since its start in April of 1970 at radio station
WHLO (still 640 AM on the dial), in Akron, Ohio.
Of the approximately 25 founding members of the
club, about 4 are still members. While the early
BARPC meetings were held at a meeting room at
WHLO, later meetings took place at such historic
locations as the John Brown House in West Ak-
ron and the Perkins Mansion across the street.

The purpose of the club is to preserve the
history of early antique phonograph and radio
entertainment — such as early phonograph ma-
chines, crystal sets, wireless, battery and early
electric sets, broadcast equipment and literature.

BARPC's membership of about 80 covers 57
cities in Ohio and 6 surrounding states. The young-
est member is 14 years old, and the oldest mem-
ber is 95. The interesting mix of peopie in the club
includes some radio personalities from the “Gold-
en Age” — i.e., Wayne Mack and Dean Giriffin.
Some members are serious Edison and early
DeForest collectors who are recognized experts
in the field. One member has over 3,000 battery
sets, with tubes, in his collection. Member Gary
B. Schneider was the founding publisher/editor of
A.R.C., and now owns a radio shop — Play
Things of Past — on the old “Radio Row" in
Cleveland.

Club members include engineers and techni-
cians as well as teachers, school administrators,
and professors. Several members own their own
museums. Some of the older members were
known as “radiotricians” before they retired.

The club publishes a newsletter — News From:
The Buckeye Antique Radio and Phonograph
Club — every two to three months. This four-
page publication informs members of upcoming
BARPC and other events and also features “for
sale/wanted ads” free to members.

BARPC has two types of membership. Active

News From:

members have all the privileges of the club. As-
sociate members belong to a group, business or
organization desiring to affiliate with the club’s
activities. Also, out-of-state collectors may join as
associates.

The club meets about once per month at the
Brunswick Library on Rt, 303 (Center Road) in
Brunswick, Ohio. BARPC encourages members
to bring items from their collections to display at
meetings, and hopes members will volunteer their
homes for future meetings.

Besides the monthly meetings, BARPC's other
activities include several library shows a year, the
Chapel Hill Mall Show in October, and a large
club picnic each summer, a family event. The
club also cosponsors the March “Spring Fever”
swap meet, held in Washington, Pa., with the
Pittsburgh Antique Radio Society.

Sprucing Up Plastic Sets

Dear Editor:

Here are atew home hints on sprucing up plastic sets
which may be of interest to your readers. |'ve had good
results with these shortcuts using household materials
and tools.

Minor scuffs are easily polished away with tooth-
paste on a paper towel. It also works for removing
plastic dial window and watch crystal scratches.

For minor abrasions use Barkeeper's Friend until
you reach a patina; then polish with toothpaste.

For deeper scratches use scouring powder or an
emery board to smooth the surface before working up
the line with Barkesper’s Friend and toothpaste.

Emery boards are handy for reshaping dinged cor-
ners before grinding and polishing the damage away.

Brass hardware and trim can be brightened by soak-
ing itin full-strength Top Job until the tarnish loosens;
then remove it with a toothbrush. Top Jobtends to etch
brass after it is clean, so do not overdo soaking.

Deteriorated lacquer on metal parts can often be
stripped away with nail polish remover. Take care, for it
will damage plastics.

Clear nail polish is handy for protecting bright metal
hardware after stripping.

A little vinegar in wash water will help rid water spots
caused by lime in tap water.

If you must remove a headphone jack with slotted
ring nutand you don't have a wrench, cutoffa paperclip
endloop, form the wires to span andfitthe slots, gripthe
loop end near the tips with pliers, and use the combina-
tion as a wrench,
